DIE FROM POWDER SMOKE

Doctors Examine Lungs of Dead Min-

ers in Park City
Park City Feb Yesterday Drs E

Viko and J U Giesy of Salt LaKe came
up to the Park and in the afternoon held
post mortem examination on the bodies of

L Evans and Dan Sullivan and
found the lungs in each of them to be
badly congested and according to the doc-
tors is what caused their death

Evans it will be remembered was
found dead In his bunk at the Silver
King mine Thursday evening and upon
hearing of his death Holman who
was quite ill told of the affair as fol-
lows

Three of us Evans Sullivan and my

mine in a stope about 100 feet from the
drift on the 1100foot level from which-
a new crosscut was being run the round
of holes which caused the death of my
two companions being tine first one to be
fired in itJohn C Watson one of the machine
men in the crosscut told us that he
was going to fire his holes at fifteen

to three
It was about twenty to three at the

time and we did not notice the time pass
until the air was turned on which is
done to drive the smoke from the blast
out

Sullivan started to go out of the drift
but I told him to wait until the round
had exploded as I thought we would
have time to get out ahead of the
We counted twelve shots and three caps
explode and I suppose that the powder in
the remaining three holes burned so that
it made the gas more dangerous

Then we started out and the powder
smoke was so bad that Sullivan told me
he could not make It but I yelled for
him to come on and as I did so I fell
into an old winze which was partly filled
with timbers and debris and I hurt my
ankle quits badly I managed to climb
cut and fell again

I got out again safely however and
crawled along the drift on hands and
knees aided by the rails with the other
two men following me

When I got to the surface I did not
feel any bad effect but my ankle pained
me very much and as the other two men
did not complain I thought them to be
feeling well again

Evans went to his bunk house and
Sullivan to his room in town where he
was staying and both died as the dcc
tors state from the effects of the pow
der smoke

The funeral of was held from
the Catholic church this afternoon and
the body of Evans will probably be ship
ped to Butte Mont for burial
