Boise, Ida., Feb. 26.—E. F. Fichardson of Denver, attorney for the West-
ern Federation of Miners, had a conference with Moyer, Haywood and Petti-
bone at the pel‘lt(ullr this afternoon. When seen this evening he was em-
phatic in asser:ii the innocence of his clients.

He said they i not know of the alleged confession of Orchard until he
gave them the information. They were very much amused, saying it was a
cock and bull story. Anything affecting the officers of the Western Federation
that might have been stated by Orchard, they declared, was utterly false ana
without a particle of foundation. They said if he sought to connect them
with the Steunenberg murder, he had fabricated the story.

Orchard, they declared, had no ground whaizver for implicating them
in that crime, for which the law could hold them accountable. His clients,
Richardson said, were entirely easy over the outcome of the affair. It was
his opinion that Orchard had been promised clemency for telling something
that would implicate others. It might be true, he said, tha: Orchard had
told of bombs having ln >n placed under the gates of prominent men, that
these had not exvloded, and that they had be=n found there since Orchard
told his story, but the f:*'im‘;ilhm knew nothing of them.

THREE SCHOOLS

Board of Education Will Expend
$105,000 Within Next Year
for Buildings.

MAKES DEFICIT OF $17,000

OTHER ROUTINE BUSINESS
TRANSACTED LAST NIGHT.

The board of education last night
adopted the recommendations of the
grounds and building committee for
the constructior of two twelve room
school houses and a gymnasium for the
Salt Lake High school, estimated at
the cost of $105,000. One school house
is to be constructed in the southwest-
ern part of the city for $40,000 to re-
lieve the Grant and Franklin schools.
A similar school house is to be built in
the northwestern part of the city to
relieve the Union school so that part
of the building can be used by the High
school students. This is also to cost
$40,000. The High school gymnasium is
to be erected at the cost of $25,000.

The building and grounds committee
was authorized to call for plans and
have them presented before the board
as soon as possible for consideration. It
is estimated that the amount of money
in the school fund for building pur-
pose will have amounted to $88,000 by

LEAKS WHERE ICICLES FORM.

Contractor P. J. Moran, who wields
a powerful influence with the “Ameri-
can” party leaders in the city govern-
ment, is to be paid more than $75,000
for "extras” on the Big Cottonwood
conduit, instead of being compelied to
replace at his own expense leaking
and crumbling concrete which he has
used in the conduit. Such is the com-
ment of engineers on the big conduit
grab contemplated by the “American”
party leaders.

Nobody disputes that when water
was run through the finished portion
of the conduit, it seeped through In
places, and icicles hung down from the
bottom; but at other places water did
not seep through and icicles did not
form, showing conclusively, engineers
say, that where good concrete, proper-
ly coated with ‘“‘grout,” was used, the
econduit didn’t leak; that the leaks oc-
curred only where Contractor Moran
used poor materfal.

In Switzerland there {s a conduit the
size of the Big Cottonwood conduit
in which the walls are only four inches

| thick, and one in Texas larger than the

Big Cottonwood one in which the walls
are but six inches thick, the same
thickness as those in the conduit here.

No Danger From Fioods.

Notwithstanding the fact that Utah
i{s noted for its dry climate, several
“American’” councilmen almost shiver
with fear that, where the conduit
crosses ravines and small streams, it
will be washed out by floods, and this
shiver is responsible for an item in
Mr. Moran’s plan for “extras” of
$24,.315 for covering the conduit with
earth for its entire length.

Among engineers not connected with
the conduit grab this item is the sub-
ject of unrestrained hijarity. In all
places where the conduvit crosses ra-
vines it is built so high in the air that
any water which may run down the
ravine will not come within several
feet of the bottom of the concrets
work. The concrete crosses ravines
and streams after the fashion of an
aqueduct bridge. The piers are fifteen
feet apart from center to center, giv-
ing ample scope for a flood which
would have drowned Noah and all the
animals in the ark to sweep unvexed
under the conduit. The piers are also
imbedded so deeply in the ground that
there is no chance for them to be dis-
lodged by any flood that ever camse
to Zion.
