Faculty Outlines a Plan to Eliminate
High School Course Next
Year.

FOR ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

|
STUDENTS MAY PRACTICE |N§

TEACHING HIGHER GRADES, |
|

The move of the university faculty
1o eliminate all high school and pre-
paratory work at the university is well
under way. At the last facully meet-
ing a committee consisting of Profes-

sors William M. Stewart, Byron |
Cummings, George G. Coray and Dr.
J. F. Merrill, who were appointed to

investigate the advisability of such a
move, reported unanimously in favor|
of abolishing the high and normal]
school preparatory work at the begin-
ning of the coming year.

This committee was appointed some
months ago, and since that time a thor-
ough survey of the high school facil- |

ities of the state has been made. It|
has been found that a sufficient num-|

ber of high schools are being started |
in the state to accommodate all stu-
dents who wish a secondary education. |

Some fifteen high schools have been |
started within the last year. Many of
them offer only one or two years as
vet, but they will answer the demands
at present. With this assurance the
university faculty committee feels that
the time, which has beén looked for-
ward to with great desire, by both the

entire facuity and student body, for
the abolishing of all except college
work from the university has now
come, and that it can be done without

injury to the educational system of the
state
Secondary Training School.

The report
establishing

includes a provision for
secondary training
scheol, similar to the elementary one]
now connegted with the university.
The provisions are that beginning with |
next year, the first year normal and |
the second year preparatory work shall
be dropped, and that each year follow-
ing one yvear of work be dropped until
all the high school and ait the normal
school course except the fourth and
fifth years is done away with.

This would necessitate every
entering any department of the uni-|
versity to have completed a course of|
study equal! to that given in the high|
schools of the state. The normal school
would continue to offer two courses,
one consisting of two ye work, en-
titling the student to a five-year gram-

HE REFUSES TO QUIT JOB

CHAIRMAN OF BOARD WILL BE
FORCED TO REMOVE HIM.

W. H. Wilkins, secretary of the
board of public works, yvesterday with-
drew his letter of resignation, which
he tendered to Chairman F. J. Leon-
2rd at the latter's request a few days
ago. Mr. Wilkins says that when his
resignation was first requested he sup-

posed it was because his place was
desired for an ‘“‘American” party
worker. Since then, however, he has

learned, he declares, that the enmity
of a contractor on city work is respon-
sible for Mr. Leonard's determination
remove him. The contractor in
question is P. P. Ford, between whom
and Mr. Wilkins there is a feud.

What Wilkins Says.

Mr. -~ Wilking’ letter to Chairman |
Leonard withdrawing his resignation |
is as follows:

“About Feb. 1, in a conversation
with yvou in relation to 2 newspaper
article headed, ‘Wilkins will hold on

to his job,” I had the honor of tender-
ing you my resignation of such job for|
the following reasons which I then as-|
signed to you: “

“First—The article did not correctly |
state my position and was unauthor- |
ized. |

“Second—I desired to relieve you of |
any possible embarrassment which
might arise from the fact that I did
not support the present administration
during the last campaign.

“In said interview you assured me,
however, as a man who never says a|
thing unless he means it, that I was
not to pay any attention to the arlitlei
in question, that I was not feel in the|
slightest degree any emharrassmem;"

duties and responsibilities of your|
position, you had made sufficient in-|
quiries on the subject and had decided |
not to make any change in the]
position of clerk of the board of public
works, and therefore desirea o retain
me in said position, which conclusion |
I then stated to you would be agree-|
able to me, and the said resignation
then offered was not accepted. Your
position in this respect you also stated
to others, openly and publicly.

Mayor Wanted His Scalp.

“] was therefore greatly surprised to |
hear you state on the 15th of February,

| or in less than two weeks, that ‘there |

latter I do not care, but the mayor
expressed himself along the same line |
vesterday, and I cannot stand against
the influence of the mayor.’

“Believing that this opposition to me
and pressure for my resignation came |
‘from political sources and for bona fide
political reasons, I assured you at once
that my attitude as to causing you
embarrassment for such reasons was

unchanged, and I therefore tendered
vou my resignation, the same to take
effect April 1.

“I think I have sufficiently outlined
our various conversations on this sub-|
ject to make it apparent that it was
f possible embarrassment, RE-

was anxious to relieve
vou, and for this reason I unhesita-
tingly tendered my resignation, as|
stated. I have since learned, however,
unwittingly, I believe, so far as
concerned, the party affilia-|
allegation is ostensible merély, |
is but a sham and a pretense to]
cover up and conceal the actual rea-
son, which results from the open and |
revengeful efforts of a city mmtrnclnr.l

“I am in favor of the metric system

and always have been,” sgid J. M.|
Marriott. “JI learned the good points
of metrology in Switzerland, the coun-
try of my birth. It seems strange that|
the United States, usually the first to|
lead desirable reforms, is so backward
in taking up the metric system. |

“When I was in England a short
time ago it took me over a month to
get right on the monetary system
over there. It took me twice as long

to get right on the system of mensura-
tion used in America when I first came
to this country. With the metric sys-
tem it would be a simpnle matter for|
any foreigner to come here and f:raspf
mensuration. He would know what he
was buying and in what guantities.

“The grocer and butcher would be
affected financially more than any
other class by a change to the metric
system. Different scales would be
necessary, and that means a good deal|
of money to a merchant. If I were
sure that the change would be made
scon I should begin placing my orders
for new scales at once.

“I shall be glad to lend all my aid|
to any movement which has for its|
object a change from the preseat|
system of mensuration to that of the|
metric system. There are so many|
gcod points in the metric system that |
it would be hard for me to enumerate
all of them.”

Market Man Against It.
