Will Handle Products of United
States Smelting Company

The De Lamars Copper Refining com-
pany has bought a property in east Chicago for purpose of erecting a leadrefinery of about 2500 tons per month
capacity the Boston News Bureau
The refinery will be in operation during
the second half of this year and willtreat the product of the United States
Smelting Refining Mining company
and also custom contracted and
partly to be contracted for

Experience has shown that Chicago is a
suitable location for works of this
acter It having been an Important lead
refining center ever since the 60s and
being now the location of one of the most
important refineries of the American

Refining company The es-
tablishment of the new plant will afford
healthful competition which will tend to
stimulate the erection of small lead
smelting plants in the west like several

The De Lamar refining will be especial
metallurgical interest inasmuch as the
Betts electrolytic process is to be em
ployed and it will in fact be the first
electrolytic lead refinery in the United
States although not the first in North
