SENATE SETS DAY TO VOTE
f

HOUSE OCCUPIES TIME WITH
MILITARY BILL

Washington Feb 27 The senate to
day agreed vote on the statehood
bill before adjournment on Friday
March 9 The proposition to take the
vote at that time was made by Mr
Beveridge and there was little diff-
iculty In reaching an understanding-
The suggestion immediately followed a
speeoh in support of the bill by Mr
Hopkins during the course ot which
Mr Hale suggested that the torn
orieS were not prepared for state
hood and suggested that their admis-
sion be deferred

The remainder of the day was do
voted to the discuaskm of the bill pro
viding for the settlement of the af
fairs of the five civilized tribes of In
dians the major portion of the time
being given to the provision for the
disposal of the cool lands in Indian
Territory-

Mr Hopkins discussed the charge
that the railroad and mining corpora
tions of Arizona were standing in the
way of the union of that territory with
New Mexico and when Mr Dubois
asked some questions on that point
Mr Nelson replied that those two In
terests dominate the legislature Of
Arizona and he added the opinion that
the union of the two territories as one
state would have the effect of mini
mizing the evil

In reply to Mr Dubois as to how the
union would improve the situation Mr
Nelson said that while no protests
against consolidation had com from
the corporations of New Mexico most
of the opposition in Arizona came from
the railroads and the copper mines He
added that these Interests pay less
taxes in proportion to the value of
property than do other interests

Mr Carter made the point that un
der congressional control It would be
easier to accomplish that result in a
territory than in a state

Mr Nelson replied to this point with-
a general exposition of conditions in
both Arizona and New Mexico not al
together favorable to those territories-

In the House
Military matters held the attention-

of the house today the army appro-
priation bill being under consideration-
for amendment

That General Corbin and General
MacArthur might become lieutenant
generals the provision ot the bill abol
ishing that rank was eliminated on a
point of order raised by Mr Gros
venor of Ohio who substituted an
amendment to abolish the grade after
these officers had been promoted but
this too met defeat

Members of the appropriations
mittee disputed the right of the mil-
itary committee to appropriate for an
apparatus for fire control of field ar
tillery but without success

Only eight of the fifty pagee of the
bill were passed upon when the house
adjourned-

The house passed the Dalzell bill
chartering the Lake Erie Ohio Ship
Canal company with an authorized
capital of SO000WO

The diet of Dr Wileys poison
squad on which he tested the effects-
of borax administered at the rate of 7
grains a day was discussed at length
by the committee The high quality of
the food and the great variety in the
bills of fare as explained by Dr Wiley
caused considerable levity and Dr
Wiley admitted that he was the

DEATH CLAIMS SCIENTIST

Professor S P Langley of the
Smithsonian

Dies fa Soutlu-
Aikgp S Feb P Langley

ocetarjf of the Smithsonian institu-
tion and known as g scientist

the world died hare at nbon today
Washington Feb27 Professor Sam-

uel P Langley who died at S
C today had aslightstroke of paraly-
sis on Nov 22 which affected his right
side He was gradually recovering
from this attack when on the advice-
of physicians he went south to escape
the more rigorous months Qf Febru-
ary and March iu this city The Im
mediate cause of his death was not
stated in the brief telegram sent from
Aiken to the Smithsonian officials

Professor Langley was 7 years old
and his whole life had been devoted to
scientific work Though by profession-
a civil engineer and architect astron
omy occupied most of his Ume

Several years ago Professor Langley
conducted a series of experiments with-
a flying machine at Widewater Va
on the Potomac river the results of
which were watched with widespread
interest The experiments however
ended disastrously

Professor Iangleys scientific career
covered a wide of subjects and
included work in various institutions
which was supplemented by frequent
trips to Europe In visiting foreign ob-
servatories and other institutions

Much of the scientific done by
Professor LAngley has related to the
sun its heat spectra and other sources
of radiation and he had accompanied
some of the eclipse observation expe-
ditions

Professor Langley had been the sec-
retary of the Smithsonian institution
since 1887 He was a member of sci-
entific societies and his published writ
Ings include more than one hundred
titles
