There have been numerous estimates-
of the machines manufactured import-
ed and sold in this country but most
of these have been wide of the mark

The output from American factories
has been generally figured anywhere
from 30000 to 50000 An estimate in
The Herald several months ago

at 29000 The exact number proves-
it to have been 27840 There are rec-
ords of the sales of 22970 of these
leaving 4870 in the factories or in the
hands of agents at the beginning of
the year

Of the automobiles sold 17840 were
licensed under the Selden patent and
their gross selling price was 31814758
Machines sold without licenses num
