Refuge on the Hills
Thousands of people are sleeping on

panion of all wail of the injured
and the calls of frantic survivors forfriends and relatives who are missingare most pitifuL These crowds are con
stantly Increasing and the relief com
mttees are doing all In their toget bedding and food for the homeless

Oakland Berkeley and Alameda are

Guilty of Extortion

Rumors Without Number
Reports of widespread shooting

Yesterday some sort of systematic
communication could be had by means
of automobile but today every street-
is piled high with ruins and to add to
this trouble there is constant danger
from falling walls On miles of streets
the front walls of ruined buildings still
stand swaying with the concussions of
distant dynamite explosions and the
rising winds Frequently a crash of
stone and brick followed by a cloud of

All manner of reports of death and

to the excitement of the occasion

Panic Seized the Survivors
The flight of residents from the city

continued today in the nature of a
panic a slight earthquake at 5 oclock
this morning accentuating their terrors
The ferryboats to adjacent countieswere crowded to the utmost this fore
noon and to the westward portion of
the peninsula a constant throng of
homeless people carrying their portable
household belongings are adding to the
