Great Slabs of Ore From New
Discovery Attract Crowds

of Miners

MEMBERS PARTY

MEETING OF STOCK EXCHANGE
WILL BE HELD TONIGHT

Hundreds of mining men stopped to
examine the four great slabs of gold
bearing quartz that were unloaded in
front of the D F Walker building on
Second South street yesterday morn-
ing The aggregate weight of the four
chunks of ore approximate a ton They
were broken off the immense ledge a
few miles out of Osceola Nev the dis-
covery of which about four weeks ago
resulted in a stampede into the new
diggings During the day pieces of the
quartz were chipped off from several
places on each sample by M S Han
auer the assayer and by this evening
he will have completed the assays upon
them Early next week two of the
slabs will be sent to one of the sam
pling mills In order that the exact
value of the rock just as it looks may
be obtained The ore came from claims
secured by H S Woolley and W J
Robinson on their recent trip to the
camp and uninviting as the rock ap
pears they will be surprised if it does
not show by sampling to be worth bet-
ter than 50 per ton The rock was
broken from the surface outcrop a fact
that is attested in its weatherbeaten
appearance Twelve samples taken

many different points across the 300
foot ledge from which these chunks
were secured are shown by the assays
secured to average 125 In gold and 31
ounces silver per ton If the rock will
mill S10 a ton the owners have one of
the biggest things in the country as
the portion of the district in which
these new strikes have been is not lack-
ing in water for milling purposes

When seen yesterday Mr Woolley
gave the best account of the region in
which the new discoveries have bcfn
made that has yet come from the rig-
gings He said

The goldbearng quartz ledge isabout 300 feet wide but the entirewidth of the zone isall of two miles wide That free goldcan be panned for a width of over 300
