City for Improvements
Say for instance that the city

council could be authorized by an act
of the legislature in special session to
Issue 500000000 bonds payable on 100
years basis Those bonds wouldbought up in no time and the plans
for A greater San Francisco would be
commenced immediately It would not
be necessary to launch all the bondsat once Issue 100000000 at a time
and spend the needed on im-
provements Ordinances could bepassed regulating the width of thestreets and remodeling the plans of thecity entirely

Picture the city with streets not loss
than eighty feet in width The buildings built according to ordinances in
the business districts Skyscrapers-
are not necessary there for there isplenty of territory Make the ferry
depot the terminal for all the street
railroads but instead of two turn ta
bles have ten Signs in bold letterscould be placed over each turn tabledesignating which ears turned there
and the points touched It would simplify the former system and travelers
would not experience much difficulty
in finding their way

and was answered in the negative Shefinally came to me and said shea registered and aftermaking an investigation discovered thefacts in the case and the woman wasgiven her package If people will havemail sent under different names than the ones they use
when calling for their mail the post
office cannot be held responsible Be-
sides if a woman has mail addressedto her she will avoid the chance ofthe letter or package miscarrying ifshe will take the precaution to instructher friends or business associates toprefix Mrs to her name Otherwisethe clerks might not know that theletter is intended for a woman

Still Another Instance
The Thomas E Ewing case is an-

other instance where a complaint wasmade that any man would not havemade had he taken the time to considerthe facts
Ewing has box 933 and ordinarilythere is no trouble about his mail getting into this box especially when itis properly The letter Inquestion however was addressed toThomas Ewing without the E andthe sender had been very careful towrite across the envelope General Delivery Now it is a fundamental lawof the postofllce department that aclerk shall not do any guessing inhandling mail However there was no

occasion for any in this caseas the instructions were plain
presUmption always is that the senderof a letter knows what he or she isdoing when the letter is addressed

Mr Ewing Dissatisfied
letter was intended forThomasE Ewing renter of PostofficeBox 933 and in course of time therewas trouble The matter was finallystraightened out and Mr Ewing received his letter He apparently wasnot satisfied to get his letter undersuch mixed up circumstances butseemed to think the clerks in thepostoffice were incompetent becausethey did not know the letter was intended for him

Had some clerk taken a chance anddeposited the letter In Box 933 and itsubsequently developed that the letterwas intended for another Thomas EwIng and that it should have gone intothe general delivery another story
could have been told and the clerkwho took a chance could expect to bedisciplined

The rash charges of incompetency
that are made through certainsources against my office are therofore seen to be groundless These caseshave been held up tQ the public asexamples of neglect of duty in the office but the real facts were hot madepublic What I have stated is thefacts and any person who is fairminded can readily understand that wehad no control over the condition surrounding these cases
