MILL IS READY TO OPERATE

FIRST HOIST FOR DISTRICT
REACHES CAMP

Special to The Herald
Palmetto Nev April events

of interest marked the close of last
weeks operations in this
arrival of the fittings for the rehabili-
tation of the Palmetto mill and the
discovery of the ledge in the Mauli
tunnel on Burlington mountain con-
taining values that run into the thou
sands presenting a dazzling yellow
gleam of gold under the light of the
candle Each of these events marks-
an epoch in the history of the camp

The mill will speedily be put in shape-
to handle a modest tonnage of the free
mIlling ores which have been disclosed-
in the process of development work
and which accumulating on the
dumps can soon be made to pay the
expense of shaft and tunnel and cross
cut through which search is being
made for the hidden treasure And a
shipment Is to be made from the Mauli
tunnel just as soon as two shifts of ex-
perienced highgraders can extract the
ore which will tell better than the
mere words of man the tale of the
riches to be found in these hills Al-

i ready several sacks have been filled
with the precious rock and the values
are great enough to cause even the
casehardened denizen of Goldfield to
sit up and take notice

Found Vein Had Faulted
The search for the ledge in this

block was prosecuted under conditions
that try the stamina of the men who
undertake the search for wealth in
untried ground and reflects great
credit upon the veteran lessee George
Mauli and his associates The tun-
nel was driven to open at a depth-
of fifty feet a small ledge that had
yielded rich colors In the pan on the
surface It struck a fault and for a
month past two shifts have been con
tinualy feeling their way through
drift and crosscut guided by a master
mind at the business and at last the
decisive yellowshot quartz was found-
in its place of hiding Slowly and with
great care it Is being stripped and ex-
tracted the rich streak going into
canvas sacks and the rock of less
valu whJah would be high grade In
the vicinity of a railroad adding to the
dimensions of a mill dump

First Hoist at Camp
The first whim to reach camp ar-

rived from Goldfield Friday and is now
r ady for work It was installed over
the Combination shaft which was
sunk to a depth of fifty feet on the
dividing line between the Gillan and
Mauli blocks of ground At this depth-
a crosscut to the ledge disclosed a
body of mill ore on which considerable
stoping has been done in both direc-
tions Satisfied with conditions at the
fiftyfoot mark the lessees will de-
vote all their energies to sinking the
shaft another fifty feet where they ex-
pect to have a showing which with fif-
ty feet of backs will justify the em-
ployment of ore teams

Lida Queen Operations
Over at the Butler property of the

Lida Queen Mining company the hills
are alive with enterprising lessees
The main gulch and the ravines which
debouch from it are filled with tents
and the sound of exploding dynamite
echoes among the pines at all hours of
the working day Every man Is

his energies to opening the ledge in
preparation for the custom mill which
unless the plans of the promoters are
hindred or delayed by the recent ca
tastrophe at San Francisco will be
erected at Pigeon Springs four miles
below the mine Several dumps of this
grade of quartz have even now made
their appearance and on the Wilson
lease one of the first to begin opera
tions more than 200 tons have accu
mulated although none has been taken
from the workings excepting what was
necessary to move In following the rich
seam which Is being sacked This
ore of which several tons Is piled up
in the mine is graded close to 200 a
ton but will probably go through the
mill with that of lower grade The old
workings of the mine are Idle yet
pending the action of the new board of
directors which is to be chosen at the

Offer to Build a Mill-

A proposition had been made by
California men to erect a mill at the
mine In exchange for stock in the
company which was acceptable to
the big owners of stock in the corpo
ration but the plans may be deranged-
by reason of the calamity which re-
cently befell San Francisco However
such a delay will prove but temporary
for the riches of the Buster have be-
come known to other men of means
and the mines big tonnage will soon
be finding an outlet through reduction
works of modern construction The
ores have been thoroughly tested and
will yield to a very simple and inex-
pensive milling method

Cochran Lease Showing Up
The Cochran shaft on the Prout

clain of the Buster group has reached-
a depth of sixty feet and the bottom
shows ledge matter filled with specks-
of galena an infallible sign here of the
proximity tf an ore body There are
two blocks and a fraction in this lease
extending to within 700 feet of the
Buster shaft where the ledge at a
depth of 150 feet Is thirty feet between
walls every ounce of which can be
milled at a handsome profit Because-
of its location and the conditions
which exist in the Buster claim from
whence the ledge can be easily traced
by numerous outcrops on the surface
the Cochran lease is considered to offer
possibflitas second to none in the
camp

Air Cochran is brotherinlaw of
W W Armstrong of Salt Lake James
and Robert Baird who mined in Tin
tics big bonanzas for several years
also have a good block of ground ad-

three months Is not to be expected
Arizona is likely to make the greatest

increase this year but it will be late In
the year before the companies have theenlarged capacity to Increase the produc-
tion The Old Dominion expects to in
crease to 5000000 pounds per month and
the Bonanza properties will probably increase before the close of the year when
the Junction and Calumet Pittsburg
properties enter the producing ranks

At the rate of Increase for the firstquarter of the year maintained for thefull year the three leading copper pro
ducing states would have an output of
851000009 pounds as compared with an

HEADED FOR THE TRUST

Colorado Fuel Iron Co Will Even
tually Be Absorbed-

A Boston publication quotes a man who
is on the directorate of several large steeland iron companies and is

familiar with the steel industry-
as saying-

I think the ultimate destiny of Colo-
rado Fuel Iron will be consolidation
with the United States Steel corporation
although not in the near future My
reason for this belief is that I think as
the country grows in the vicinity of Colo-
rado Fuel Iron the Steel corporation-
will find it to its interest to own theproperty so that It can make cheaper de-
livery from this plant than from its own
plants the vicinity of Chicago

The trouble with Colorado Fuel Iron
is that when the new management got
control a few years ago it started in to
develop the output to a greater extent
than the contributary country warrant-
ed In other words some of its depart-
ments had a larger production than could
be absorbed by the local demand

It has also suffered quite materially
from not having sufficient iron ore re
serves and has been obliged to make ipthis deficiency at a very high cost L
think however the company will in the
future be able to mine sufficient for
Its iuircments if the plant is not
further developed My reasons foe this
opinion are that its Sunrise Iron Oreproperty in Wyoming is a very large one
and the development work that has been
done there for the past two years will
bear fruit in a greatly increased output

The company also erecting some
openhearth basic furnaces which will not
require bessemer pig iron This will help
them out as in the past they have been
confined to the bessemer process and
therefore obliged to use only bessemer-
ores whereas in the openhearth basic
furnaces they can use pig iron made from
almost any kind of ore

I think however that costs will al
ways be higher than those of eastern
plants for the reason that its iron ore
mines are none of them near their steelplant at Pueblo but as against this in
creased cost for pig iron it will have the
benefit of bigger freight rates from the
east to protect them for the trade of their
own immediate market

Colorado Fuel can flourish by itself-
if properly run but nevertheless it will
sooner or later be needed and acquired-
by the Steel corporation
