TH E CALVO DOCTRINE.

Very little space was given in the
newspapers the other day to the an-
nouncement of the death of Carlos
Calvo in Paris at the age of 81 years.
Most people have been under the im-
pression that Calvo died years ago. The
Century Dictionary, inieed, goes so far
as to give the date of his death as May
4, 1893. That he could have continued
to live, even in the greatest obscurity,
for more than 13 years after an official
report of his death is incredible. Either
the publishers of the Century Diction-
ary are in error or the senders of the
dispatch from Paris have a case of mis-
taken identity to account for.

However, the report serves to recall
some of Calvo’'s work. He was born
in the Argentine republic but spent
most of his life as the representative
of his country at wvarious European
capitals. Calvo won renown as a learn-
ed writer in international law.

HOW BROWN WAS HURT.

Injured While Saving City of Salt |
Lake From Property Loss. |

To the Salt Lake Herald: ‘

With reference to the (seemingly) de-
termination of Mayor Ezra Thompson to
oust 8.

Early in June, 19006, Mr. Brown discov-
ered that water was seeping under a
flume that carries a large volume of water
west and south of the reservoir, and he
Was.in the act of piling dirt on a portion
of the flume that was boarded over, )|
hold it down, when the accident happened |
that rendered Mr. Brown a cripple for
life. He was in the water with rubber
boots and stepped on a round boulder
which turned suddenly and Mr. Brown
was precipitated into the flume. The
rushing waters swept him down with
great rapidity and Mr. Brown's body |
struck the cross beams of the flume with |
such force that the wonder is he was not |
killed outright. !

He tried to save himseif by seizing one |
of the beams and in doing so his left arm |
was jerked put of joint at the shoulder.
Brown was carried over the falls to the
rocks at the end of the flume and, stun-
ned and bleeding, he floated to the edge
of the stream, where he managed to hold |
on to a willow. It was nearly half an |
hour before he was able to drag himself
to land and make his way home.

Mrs. Brown at once telephoned to the
city for physicians and Dr. Pratt and
subsequently Dr. E. F. Root and the late
Dr. J. 8. Witcher were called for and
responded. Upon examination they found
that Brown’'s left arm was dislocated at
the shoulder and that aimost his entire
body was bruised and cut. For this in-
jury the city gave Brown the sum of $30,
