them to join the unions The boys were
then railed out and quit Saturday Some
of them wanted to work but were not al
lowed to do so Meanwhile notice was
given that unless the employes made ap
plication to join the union by June 6 the
office would be forcibly closed In reply-
to this the Western Union officials or
dered that the office be closed the

employes that wished were to be offered
transportation to San Francisco Thus
matter stands at this writing-

It will surprise many unfamiliar with
