McCorntek and all his fellow trustees
were excellence of the pa
pers presented by the members of the
graduating class was one of the features-
of the occasion and made a very favor-
able Impression upon those present At-
torney E M Allison Jr of Salt Lake City
delivered the address to the graduates
He departed somewhat from the usual
line of such addresses and gave the chias
some very practical advice His remarks
relative to modern fiction were particu-
larly caustic

President Kerr submitted a of the

He explained that the destruction of the

There is an excellent showing in the
character and grade of work being done
throughout all the departments thorough
ness and characterize the work
of the faculty The students are earnest
industrious and loyal interested not only
In the work of their respective courses
b t also in the various student organiza-
tions literary debating athletic etc

During the recent years the college has
made great pro rr s in advancing the
standard of instruction The short or high
school courses been increased from
two to three anti four years and from ont
and a nail to two years work has been
added to the requirements for graduation
froth the baccaUmr courses

Last year the graduating class included
nineteen with degree and eighteen with
certificates This year are twenty
two students v ith cei tificates and should
be none with degrees as this off
year in raising the standard of the degree
course Three students however
met requirements and will graduate
with their degrees

President Kerr also referred to the

providing for the introduction of certain
phases of industrial education in the rural
schools and the great demand there is in
Utah for teachers are able to handle
work in mechanic arts domestic arts and

this work by the faculty who without
extra compensation remain at the college
