PULSATORY CONCENTRATOR.

1,000 at 2815c,

Salt Lake Man’s Invention Does Fine
Work on Snake River Sands.

The pulsatory concentrator invented by
T. A. Wiswell and built by the Wiswell
Milling Machinery & Mining company of
this city has been completed and the past
week has been devoted to actual tests of
its capacity and efficleney upon the cem-
ent sands of Snake river, which contain
only float gold too fine to be visible to
the naked eye.

The management had hoped to be able
to save 5 per cent of this fine gold and
7 per cent of that contained in ordinary
placer sands, but to their utter surprise,
much better results have been obtained,
Out of the many tests made wherein the
sand is concentrated and the pure gold
extracted by the company’'s chemical
amalgamation, when weighed and com-
pared with the fire assays made by prom-
inent assayers not one of the tests fell
below 90 per cent of the entire values.

The concentrator is so constructéd .as
to utilize the principle of the “jig,” the
separation being effected In & tank of
water and under y.-, whereby no gold

can float away. As fast as it is jigged
the bottom stratum is carried upon an
endless apron up an inclined table to
safety. Further tests will be made dur-
ing the coming week.

RAMSEY DISTRICT DISCOVERY.

Mountain of Gold and Silver Claimed
to Exist.

Another “‘mountain of gold and silver”
has been discovered in Nevada. The dis-
trict has been called Ramsey, and is lo-
cated about thirty-five miles from Carson
City. Ed H. Mead and other Salt Lakars
are already in on the %laf'. and if the re-
ports coming out are half true money is
going to be made. Of the new region
Tuesday's Carson Appeal says:

Today it is learned, from competent au-
thority, that the strike consists of a ledge
of gold-bearing ore twelve feet wide that
averages $80 to the ton across the face.
The owners have parted with a portion of
it to Goldfield people and there are things
doing in Ramsev this week.

It is stated that 200,000 feet of rough
lumber has been ordered with which to
build the first houses needed in the new
camp, also that men have been put to
work taking out ore for shipment.

The location work on other claims ad-
joining and on extensions of the new bo-
nanza is being done with feverish activity
and holders of claims in this city are get-
ting ready for a boom in the new district.

Ramsey is about thirty-five miles from
this city, and is reached by the Dayton-
Carson river road, and by the Sutro road
down the river, The camp is half a dozen
miles up from Carson river, opposite
Stockton flat, in a range of dry hills, and
the whole mountainside is a mass of ore
carrying gold and silver values,

The «trike last made ig in a huge dyke
that has been practically overlooked ever
since the camp was first found, and there
are four claims on this dyke, that of
Clark, the original locater, and those of
the Toll-Tickner company. On the north
end of the dyke .the locations are um-
known, though they have been made.

It is known to old residents of that part
of the state that a ledge was found on
the north slope of the mountain chain in
which the new district is located, that was
exceedingly rich.

Two men took out 1,406 pounds of rock
and carted it to Dayton, where it was
miiled. The net return in bullion was $2,-
100. The man that located this ledge has
died since, and the other person has never
been able to find it, as the dead man be-
fore he passed away covered it up in a
fit of jealousy and went to work on a
ranch in the Truckee vailey

His partner was an old man at that
time and he hoped to outlive him, but
died before the partner did. This partner.
now an old man, has been unable to find
the ledge, a deposit he remembers dis-
tinctly from the fact that an Inch string-
er in it was almost haif fine and wire
gold.

There is a huge depusit of carbonate of

galena and silver in a ridge about two
miles from it, all of which ledges it is be-
lieved have been rediscovered in the new
district called Ramsay.

Men, money and material are hcaded for
the scene of the strike and Ramsey is
emerging into a regular Nevada bonanza
camp, with this justification, the new
strike is said to equal the famous Gold
Bar strike in the Bullfrog district in size,
and to exceed it in value per ton.
