New York, July 25.—The Evening World
today published an interview with Miss

Amna Crane, a masseuse of this city,

According to the
World interview, Miss Crane, who is
about 5 years old, was sent to Paris by
Stanford White in 1904, in response to ap-
peals from Mrs. Nesbit (now Mrs. Hol-
man), Evelyn Nesbit's mother, and
brought the voung woman back to New
York. Miss Crane is quoted by the
World as saying that she knew Miss Nes-
bit before the young woman and her
mother went abroad in 194 and were fol-
jowed to Paris by Harry K. Thaw. Mr.
\White, she said, then sent for her, told
her that he had received several commu-
nications from Mrs. Holman, and asked
her to go to Paris and straighten out
matters. When she arrived in Paris Miss
Crane said she found that all three had
been living in a beautiful apartment near
the Champs Elysee, and that Thaw had
been the primeipal caller upon Miss Nes-

Quarrel Had Occurred.

“The day before 1 got there,” said Miss
rane, *“‘a terrible row had taken place,

and Mrs. Nesbit had been put out of the

apartment by Thaw, who acted like a
maniac. Mrs. Nesbit was nearly desti-
tute, and but for the timely arrival of

a woman newspaper writer who had gone
abroad with the Nesbits and been left
behind in London, she would never have
got back to the United States. The news-
paper woman aided Mrs.
own money, and subsequentiy cabled Mr.
White for funds.”

She declared her belief that Thaw was

a lunatic, and sald that Miss Nesbit also,

helieved so at that time. Miss Crane
said that Miss Nesbit showed to her
bruises on her back and arms which were
inflicted by Thaw. Several occasions,
when she was present, Miss Crane said,
Thaw tried to choke Miss Nesbit and left
the marks of his fingers on her throat.

Thaw Used His Fists.

Miss Crane asserted that she saw Thaw

beat Miss Nesbit, and that twice when
Miss Crane interfered Thaw struck her
also. It was Thaw's habit when he went

out on the Paris boulevards to stroll with
other women, Miss Crane said, to lock
Miss Nesbit and Miss Crane in their
apartments. Miss Nesbit considered an
appeal to the French authorities, but re-
frained through fear that it would ruin
her stage career.

The right of property in an article in-
volves the power to =ell and dispose of
such article, as well as to use and enjoy
it. Any act which declares that the own-
er shall neither sell it, nor dispose of it,
nor enjoy it, confiscates it, depriving him
of his property without due process of
law. Against such arbitrary legislation,
by any state, the fourteeenth amendment
affords protection. W. H. Frye appeared
for the plaintiff and the demurrer.
