CITY COULD MAKE MONEY

FARMERS SAY PROPOSITION
WQULD BE DIVIDEND PAYER.

A delegation of truck gardeners
Centerville and Farmington attended the
council meeting last night, to present |
reasons for the granting of a petition
filed by them last Monday night for the
establishment of a city market place
where they may have space for their
truck wagons on market days

Fhe members of the delegation are J.
F. Smith and David F. S8mith of Center-
ville and J. T. Williams of Farmington
There was not a quorum of the commit-

tees on markets and streets, and the trip
of the delegation was fruitless. They in-
xist, however, that they will continue in
their efforts to secure a hearing until
they have fully explained their prope-
sitlon to the members of the commit-
tres

If the city cannot provide a market
place for the truck gardeners,” said Da-
vid ¥. Smith, “we will beé willing to ask
the city to apportion certain streets for
our use in the mornings. If the streets

Many Citizens Testify in Trial
of Health Commissioner for
' Creating Nutsance.

RESPONSIBILITY 4IS SHOWN

SAY FILTH WAS DUMPED BY
STEWART’'S ORDER.

The trial of Health Commissioner M. R.
| Stewart, on a charge of creating and
maintaining a public nuisance by con-
verting Horseshoe Bend, between Ninth
| and Tenth West and Third and Fourth
South streets into a public dumping
ground, was carried on through two ses-
sions of court before Justice of the Peace
Dana T. Smith yesterday, and was con-
tinued until 9:30 o'clock this morning. The
trial is being held in the civil division of
the city court, in the joint building.

The Rev. J. H. Worrell, complaining

witress, who testififed Wednesday, was re-
called yesetrday morning, and gave further
evidence regarding the location of the
dump, as compared with that of various
houses. He said that he had seen a num-
ber of wagons unloading refuse to garbage
there and had taken the numbers of sev-
eral city wagons.
‘(‘hilrl"ﬁ W. Edwards, 1052 West Third
South street, who lives a half block from
the dump, said that when the wind blew
from the direction of the dumping ground
the odor was bad and offensive. At nights
it was almost unbearable, and he was
forced to close his daprs and windows to
keep the odor from the house. On cross-
examination Assistant Clity Attorney P. J.
Daly for the defense attempted to show
that the odor cameé from stagnant water,
but the witness would not admit this.
declared that he had experienced no trou-
ble from the odors until the city garbage
wagons began to unload their filth in the
neighboring property.

Mrs. Charles W. Edwards testified cor-
roborating the testimony given by her
husband. This was first noticed, she said,
about six weeks ago, when the city be-
gan to use the Horseshoe Bend as a
dumping ground

At the afternoon session Charles Rogers,
driver of a e¢ity garbage wagon, was
called to the stand. He said that garbage
was dumped in the Horseshow Bend by
order of Health Commissioner Stewart.
Two loads a day were hauled to the dump,
on Sundays. The garbage consist-

CCep
ed of ashes, tin cans, paper, rags and
some vegetables and fruits, but not a
great quantity He said that orders were

given by Dr, Stewart about ten days ago
to discontinue depositing garbage there,
and he had obeyed that order.

On cross-examination he said that all |
| classes of garbage were mixed together,
{ but that he noticed very little odor. He
| was instructed to cover with ashes that
| part of the garbage that gave »ff a bad
odor He had secn teams other than

those operated by the city, dumping gar-

bage on the property.

Margetts in Explanation.

Sanitary Inspeector G. W. Margetts was
then called He sald that Horseshoe
Bend was used as a depository for gar-

bage under the orders of Dr. Stewart
and the owners of the property. Dump-
ing began there July 15, and continued
urntil Aug. 8

On cross-examination he explained the
system of caring for decayed fruits and
vegetable matter by covering it with
ashes. He said that drivers of wagons
| not employed by the city, who dumped
swill on the ground did not cover it as

the city employes were required to do.

“When it was first proposed to use this
ground for this purpose,”” he said on cross-

examination, “the matter was taken up
! to the mayor, who is ex-officio chairman
of the board of health. The mayor said
that when a release wss secured from the
owners, the ground could be used.”

Permission was given to use the ground,
with the understanding that when this
was rescinded. the practice .should be
stopped. Th: permission was finally with-
drawn by the owners and the board or-
dered the immediate discontinuance’ u?f
the practice.

Mrs. Lizzie Anderson was the last wit-
nesg called at the afternoon session, Her
testimony was similar to that given by
other witnesses with regard to conditions
! of the neighborhood. Adjournment was
then taken until 9:30 o'clock this morn-
ing.

DISCUSSES MISSIONARY WORK
AT HOME AND ABROAD.

Woman's influence in church affairs
was praised by Bishop David. H. Moore
of Portland yesterday z%‘~+noon at the
thirty-sixth annual conference of the

Utah mission of the Methodist Episcopal
church. The sessions began at the Iliff
Methodist Episcopal church, Ninth East
and First South streets, yesterday morn-
ing. Bishop Moore's address was at the
meeting of the Women's Foreign Mis-
sionary society.

“The"woman's movement is ohe of the

significant signs of the times,”” said the
bishop. *“‘Their influence is immeasura-
ble and matchless proof of their tenacity
of purpose, and inspiration is found in
the great number of souls brought into
the fold by these noble workers in the
ecclesiastical field. The devotion of wom-
| en constitutes the bulwark of Catholi-
| eilsm rather than does St. Peter. and to-
| day Protestantism has taken on the same
| movement.
I “Women today understand that part of
the church work is theirs and they are all
working together with the singlé divine
purpose of bringing to the world at large
a fuller, wider, better knowledge of the
Lord.”

The bishop further zpoke of the work
of women in the missionary fields and
gave glowing praise te the workers both
at home and abroad who have devoted
| thelr lives to the work of their church

“Whether foreign or home,” said the
bishop, “the work is all the same—is con-
stant in its activity, and the difference in

name but indicates the locality of the |
work."’ !

Report on Missions. |
Considerable time was spent in listen-
ing to the report of Superintendent of
Missions H. J. Talbot. This was quite

lengthy and upon its conclusion a motion
was offered to have the same printed in
‘ pamphlet form for distribution among the
| members, which was ordered done.

The report dealt exhaustively with the
work of the mission, both in Salt Lake
and outlying points, and on the whole |

| indicated the affalrs of the church to be
in excellent standing, both as regardcd |
membership and finances. The Deaconess |
home property on Third South street, |
owned by the church, was vreported dis-
posed of during the year, and further pur- |
chases made with the money obtained. A |
total of $33.463 was expended for improve- |
ments in church property, of which the
11iff church received $1,500.

Special mention was made of the work
done by the Woman's Home Missionary
society, not only during the past year,
but for every previous year since the in- |
ception of the body. |

The matter of the school opened in
Beaver in December last was discussed m
detail and the results of the work came
in for much favorable comment.” Notice
of a further discussion as to the hiring of
more teachers and the advisability of
openirg further schools of a similar na-
ture was given, and will be taken up later,
The hearing of the reports of committecs
was postponed until today.

The matter of a religious campaign in
the Uintah reservation was next taken up,
considerable attention having been given
the subject some months ago.

ESTIMATES ARE PROMISED

CONTRACTORS REFUSE TO LAY
WALKS WITHOUT MONEY.

A conference was held yesterday be-
tween Chairman Fred U. Leonard of the
board of public works and Thomas Ow-
ens, president of the Utah Fireproofing
company, which holds contracts for the

construction of sidewalks in the city, at
which an understanding was reached. 1f
this is carried out it will result in the

resumption of work on the sidewalks of
the city within the next few days.
Work was ordered discontinued by the
'tah .'ireproofing company a few days
ago, the company alleging that estimates

that should have been furnished them
wer: not delivered by the city engineer’s
office. Scme of these estimates should
have been furnished last March, accord-

ing to Mr. Owens,

The cessation of work on the sidewalks
threw 150 men and from seventy to ninety
teams out of employment. Because of
the understanding reached, these men will

go back to work early next week, if the
promises made by the city are kept.
‘““As soon as the city pays us for the
work that -has been done,” said Mr. Ow-
ens, “work will be resumed. The work
was ordered discontinued because of the

absence of these estimates. The company
