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IWMENSE SUGAR BEET CROP

Recent Rains Insure Enormous Yield
and the Factories Will Start
Early This Year.

From the Amalgamated Sugar company
comes the information that a remarkable
yield of beets is expected this year. At
the, present time the erop is in a flour-

Ishing condition. It is figured that the
recent rain added 5,000 tons to the total
crop. The wet spring with sufficient
warm weather to facilitate growing, to-
gether with an abundant water supply
during the summer months, combined with
the improved methods adopted by the
farmers for the cultivation, are the rea- |
sons given for the large yield. It is es-
timated that the crop for Weber county
this vear will be 60,000 tons, an -increase
of 11,000 over the crop of last vear, not-
withstanding that the acreage is 1,000
acres less.

It is stated that in Cache county
orop is estimated at 100,000 tons, making
the total crop handled by the Amalga-
mated Sugar company in the two countles
160,000 tons. Beet sampling has com-
menced in Weber county. While at the
present timge the saccharine quality of the
crop is below the standard percentage it
is expected that a few days more of ma-
turing will result in the desired quality.
Although sugar is low at present it is
