The Navajos never dig a grave them-
selves, though they like very much %o
have the white people bury their dead,

| and if they are anywhere near where

white people
case they have a death in their family,
to take charge of tne body ana bury it.
If by chance on> of their nmmber dies
in the house before they have time to
remove him they immeoediately =at fire
to the house and burn it up, with its
contents, thus cramating the body.

Believing that an evil, spirit enters a
body at death, and that if they come
in contact with their dead this evil
spirit will enter into their bodies, they
are afraid to touch a cofpse or even
the house in which the person died.

Upon the deathof the head of 2 Nav-
ajo family all of his possession go to
sisters, ete.,—
wife and
children. The custom is nerhapsy the
most harmful .in effect of any prac-
ticed these days by the Navajo.

It often leaves the wife and children
destitute, especially where the hugbani
owned flocks as well as the cattle and
the ponies. However, the Navajo wom-
en usually own the flocks, in which
cage the mother and children have some
means of support at leasy

Republican politicians are beginning
to sit up and take notice of Parley P.
Christensen’s campaign for congress. A
few weeks ago the aspirations of the
S:xlt Lake county attorney were de-
rided; now it is generally admitted that
he is developing unexpected strength,
and while few politicians go so far as
to predict that he will be nominated,
it is acknowledged that he will make
things much more uncomfortable for
Congressman Joseph Howell than was
once thought possible.

Salt Lake's 140 delegates to the state
convention will be selected in prima-
ries. This means. of course, that the
Smoot machine will be unable to deliver
a solid delegation from this county to
Mr. Howell, and that Parley P. will
have a strong minority of the delega-
tion, at least. His friends confidently
assert that they will carry a majority
of the primaries, and that a majority
of the Salt Lake delegates will be for
Mr. Christensen in the convention.

Likely to Have Weber.

There is a general disposition in Salt
Lake to concede Weber county to Mr.
Christensen. Congressman Howell
made the unspeakable “Bill” Glasmann
postmaster at Ogden because of the
ability Glasmann had shown in years
gone by to handle the Weber county
delegation in the state convention. Had
the congressman and his advisers
known the storm of protest which Glas-

manm’'s appointment would raise they
probably would have named another
man. It seems likely that the Glas-

mann appointment, instead of insuring
Weber county to Mr. Howell, will take
it away from him. At least that is
the way local politiciang figure.
tain it is that in his campaign Mr.
Christensen is receiving great aid and
comfort from Weber county politicians
who do not drill under the Glasmann
standard

Mr. Christensen hopes to divide
Cache county, where Mr. Howell lives,
with the present congressman. Chris-
tensen was born and raised in Cache
county. Cache county delegates to the
state convention, it is said, will be se-
lected in primaries, instead of being
named by the county convention, and
in such an event the Christensen men
claim they will grab off delegates in
those election districts where Mr.
Christensen is best acquainted. More-
over, Mr. Howell has not yet satisfied
many Cache county people that he is
loyal to the agricultural college, de-
spite his loud protestations. He is ac-
cused of talking one way at home and
another way in Salt Lake, where con-
sentiment has its fountain
| head.
