Beveridge of Indiana tonight opened the
Republican congressional campaign in the
middle west by delivering an address in
e Auditorium under the auspices of the
l'jt"ﬂ“l)!'. club of this city.

Fhe hall was packed to the doors by the
members of the club and their friends,
#nd the senator was given an enthusiastic
reception A short address by President
Wetten of the club preceded the speech of
Senator Beveridge.

\large number of Republican politicians
Were on the platform during the meeting,
“mong them being Representative Camp-
h'm! of Kansas. The speech of Senator
Béveridge concluded with the statement

:'hul “If the American flag goes to Cuba

goes to stay.” The paragraph is as
1ellows

“let no man ‘be deceived as to what in-
lervention means. It does not mean pro-

clamations; it means soldiers, Fifty thou-
cand American troops will be required to
restore Cuba to the condition In which we
fr-.': Cuba Fifty thousand troops for at
i#ast one year will be necessarv to build
lip again that social order which we once
established in Cuba and which the Cubans
thémeselves have shattered. Fifty thou-
sand American soldiers for one vear will
be needed to root out that brigandage
which for decades has had so firm hold
on Cuban soil. After this has been ac-
omplished, American administration will
run smoothly without any soldfers at all.

But when we have once more done that
work we will never again let it be un-
done. We have made a mistake once: we
will not make that mistake twice. If the

ditional American doctrine that wherever

since the war with 8pain, Careful and
systematiec arrangements are being made
in every branch of the military service
for active work In the fleld. A formid-
able fleet of American warships already
is in Cuban waters and the army only
awaits a signal from President Rooseveit

to move In force to Cuba.

Detalled plans for an invasion of Cuba
have been worked out by the afcncn.l
#taff of the army. When General Fred-
erick Funston left Washington this after-
noon for Havana he knew precisely what
troops would be ordered to Cuba in the
event of a decision by the president in
favor of armed intervention; how those
troops would be mobilized; from what
ports in this country they would embark
for the island; and what means the gov-
ernment had secured for the transpor-
tation of the invading force. It was ad-
mitted at the war department today that
the troops for service in Cuba already
had been selected and that they were be-
ing prepared for the campaign. No in-
timation of either the number or of the
present location of the troops, however,
was obtainable. In this view of well-In-
formed officers it is believed the force
detalled for the Cuban service numbers

at least 5,000 men and that it will con-
gist of infantry, cavalry and light ar-
tillery.

Expeditionary Forces.

It is expected that the troops. if ordered
to Cuba, will be mobilized at Norfolk and
Newport News and a part of them. prob-
ably at Port Tampa, Fla.
war department has not at its disposal
just now on the Atlantic coast a suf-
flcient number of transports to convey
an expeditionary force of 5,000 men, it has
arranged to use for the transportation
of the troops nearly a scora of harbor
boats, eacl of which is able to carry
about 300 men and thelr necessary equip-
ments and suppliea.

The three great supply bureaus of the
war department —the quartermasters,
commissarys and medical-are prepared
to take care of the army and all of them

now are engaged in working out the de-
tails of an expedition. Horses and mules
are being purchased in the west: medical
and subsistence supplies are being bought
in large quantities at some of the east-
ern departments., and anticipatory
