Says New York Democratic
Party Has Been Purged
of Corporation Control.

CLEARLY DRAWN

LINE IS

CHAIRMAN CONNERS GETS LET-

TER.

Elmira, N. Y., Oct. 12.—William Ran-

dolph Hearst today formally accepted
the Democratic nominaticn for gov-
ernor of New York state in adetter ad-
dressed to W. J. Conners, chairman of
the Democratic state committee, and
made public here late this afternoon.
The lettes says In part:

“I acec2nt the nomindtion of the
Demofpratic psrty. bearmg in mind the
record of that great party in the past
and ¥nowing that the membership of
the.s party is determined still to be
¥iled by the principles of Jefferson

“ and Jackson for the best interests of

the whole citizenship ratier than for
the selfish interests of any party.
ciess or individual seeking for special
privilegea.

Duty of True Democrats.

“It cannot be denied that certain in-
dividuals and classes have at times
secured control of the machinery of the
Democratic party and attempted to
use it for their own personal or class
profit. The duty of true Democrats
is to deprive of all authority with the
party those who reprezent only special
interests and who seek 1o promote
suth interests at the expense of the
general welfare.

“The Democratic conventinn at Buf-
falo did this thing in a most con-
spicuous and effective manner. Demo-
crats, so-called, but seeking after
special pirivileges in reality, were
driven over into the Republican party,
where those of their class flourish.

Line Clearly Drawn.

‘““The line is now cleariv drawn be-
tween special privilege on c¢ne hand
and equal Apportunity on the other.

The Democritic party, purged in this
state of corporation control and
pledged to end the boss control
through which corporations act, now
has an opportunity to serve the people
as efficfently as it did iw the times of
Jefferson: and Jackson.

“To serve the people ana the party
today as in thé days of Jefferson and
Jackson, it is only necessary to be sin-
cerely Demeorratic and loyal -io Demo-
cratic principles.

VIGILANTES IN

Meeting to Be Held in Union
Square Today to Rid
City of Thugs.

RETURN TO EARLY METHODS

ACTING MAYOR SAYS HE WILL
NOT PERMIT IT. '

San Francisco, Oct. 12.—Discussing
the organization of a committee in this
state tomorrow to deal with petty crim-
inals which now infest the city, Acting
Mayor Gallagher said today: “There

shall be no lynching in this city, and I
sincerely hope that at the meeting to
be held in Union square tomorrow the
leaders will have enough sense to do
nothing that will injure the city.”
“They will call it a ‘committee of
safety,”” the mayor continued, “but
other cities will call it a vigilance com-
mittee, and that will do irrevocable
harm to Sanr Francisco. It would be a
confession that the people of this city
are not capable of protecting them-
seives, and when I say the people, 1
mean the authorities with whom the
people have vested the power of gov-
ernment. The plan is un-American.

Will Not Be Permitted.

“The usurpation of the pdwers of
suppressing crime by unauthorized per-
sons is a crime in itself. ¥shali regard
it as such and will not permit {t.

“Should those men desire to co-op-
erate with the authorities in ridding the
city of thugs and criminals, I shall be
glad to havé their assistance, but they
must not act independent of the munici-
pality. I will not allow millionaires 1o
take those steps any sooner than I
would allow laboring men. There must
be no violence committed by ecitizens.
Lynch law does more harm than good.” |

The general alarm caused by the|
numerous reports of hold-ups and rob-
bery has seriously affected the attend-
ance at places of amusement.

MORAR TAKES NCMINATION

Does Not Want Bryan or Hearst In-

jected Into Massachusetts
Campaign.
Boston. Oct. 12.—District Attorney
John B. Moran. late tonight formally an-
nounced his acceptance of the nom-

ination for governor tendered him
by the Democratic state conven-
tion. For several days there had
been considerable doubt as to whether
Mr. Moran would remain in the field.
He has not accepted the resolution en- |
dorsing William J. Bryan for the pres-
idency which was adopted by the Dem-
ocratic state convention. He says that
“RBryanism and Hearstism” must be
eliminated from the contest. Mr. Moran
made his announcement in a letter of
acceptance addressed to John P. Fee-
ney, chairman of the Democratic con-
vention, and to the delegates to that
body.
In his letter Mr. Moran says:

“I ain attached in no way to either
Mr. Bryan or Mr. Hearst. Mr. McFar-
land and Mr. Williams know that I

vetoed the suggestion that Mr. Bryan
speak for me in Boston. Mr. McFar-
land and Mr. Eddy krow that I vetoed
the suggestion that Mr. Hearst speak
for me 1n Boston. This is o be a state
fight. not a national one. Jryanism
and Hearstism must be eliminated from
the contest.”

NEAR ELECTION TiME.

Kansas Omcials_Ma;;a Bluff at En-
forcing the Law.

Topeka, Kan., Oct. 13.—Fred S. Jack-
son, assistant attorney general, will
file eriminal proceedings against the In-
ternational Harvester company in the
supreme court today, because of al-
leged violations of the Kansas anti-
trust law. These will be the fir#t crim-
inal proceedings brought under the
anti-trust law since its passage in this
state. The proceedings will consist “of
100 different counts, fifty of which will
be filed today.

The action will be brought against
the corporation itself, and will be
brought for the purpose of collecting
the penalty attached by the law for vio-
lations of the anti-trust law.

Assistant Attorney General Jackson
and the other men connected with the
attorney general’s office have been col-
lecting evidence for months against the
International Harvester company, and
are satisfied that they have a strong
case.

SUICIDE OF AGED MAN.

New York., Oct. 12—William F.
Milne, whose home is believed to be in
San Francisco, committed suicide in
his room at Smith & McNell’'s hotei,
in Washington street, today, by shoot-
ing. Milne had been living at the
hotel since July 31 last. He was 65
years old.

INDIANS WILL
BE TAKEN BACK

Utes Headed for Crow Reser-
vation in Wyoming—Set-
tlers Loudly Complain.

Washington, Oct. 12. — Secretary
Hitchaock said today that as soon as
the renegade Uintah Ute Indians, who
are now. in Wyoming, reach the Trow
Indian reservation, the department of
the interior will see that they return
to their reservation in Utah, even if
troops have to accompany them,

This statement was elicited by a tel-
egram received by him from the John
Morton Sheep company, dated at Gil-
lette, Wyo., réporting that the Indians
are fifteen miles from that town and
robbing sheei; camps and killing cattle

t was also said that the
people were becoming aroused. Imme-
diate action to secure the removal of
the Indians was urged.

The secretary replied that the matter
would have immediate attention. In
discussing the matter, he said that so
long as the Indians are not on a reser-
vation it becomes the duty of the state
authorities to deal with them, but that
as soon as they reach the reservation,
from which they are distant only two
days’ march, the department will take
the matter in hand and compel the In-
dians to return to their homes. He is
convinced that the Indians are head-
ing for the Crow ‘territory.

GOES OVER UNTIL MONDAY

Hearing in Standard 0il Conspiracy
Case Adjourned After Two
Hours' Session.

Findlay, O., Oct. 12.—After a two
hours’ session today the trial of the

Standard Oil cempany of Ohio, charged
with conspiracy against trade, was ad-
journed until Monday. The adjourn-
ment was agreed upon between “ounsel
in respect to the memory of former
Judge Burkett, whose funeral took
place here this afternoon.

The proceedings today consisted of
taking of testimony of three witnesses
summoned by the prosecution. By evi-
dence of the eounty recorder, title was
established in the Standard to a certain
lot in the ecity of Findiay on which is
located their local distributing station
for the local retail trade. Oi} Inspector
Shaffer testified that the oil soid at a
retail in this locality was obtained
from the Solar Refining company at
Lima. At Upper Sandusky, also in his
inspection territory, they received the
oil from the Standard refinery at
Cleveland.

J. H. Scott, local agent for Joseph Zep
Purchasing agency, occupied the great-
er part of the session showing the
method of purchasing crude o¢il from
producers. He said that the oil he pur-
chased and paid for by Zep's checks
was transferred to the order of P. S.
Trainor of Oil City, Pa.

Helena, Ark., Oct. 12.—The trial of
Thpmas H. Musgrave, on the charge cf
enticing two white girls from St. Louis
and holding them in bondage, was
brought to a sudden stop today by
counsel for the defense entering a mo-
tion,  that the indictment against Mus-
grave be nolle prossed and the case be
submitted to the federal grand jury,
now in session here. It is stated offi-
cially that the motion was based on
an alleged flalv in the indictment.

The trial was temporarily postponed
and the case was taken up by the fed-
eral grand jury. i

STARTLING TALE
FROM THE SOUTH

White Men as Well as Negroes
Held in Bondage in
Florida.

Washington, Oect. 12.—Fresh allega-
tions of the existence of slavery in
southern Florida, below Tampa, have
been made to the department of jus-

tice, and it is alleged that hundreds
of men in the state, both white and
negroes, are held in virtual slavery.

It is declared that those responsible
for this condition of affairs are mostly
northern men and companies engaged
in turpentine and lumber business and
in mining phosphate rock. It is fur-
ther alleged that the sheriffs in wari-
ous counties in the southern part of
the state are said to be parties to the
enslaving f negroes. The depart-
ment's informant, who is a woman, is
to have an interview with Attorney
General Meeody, after which the - de-
partment will decide upon the course
it will pursue.

OUTBREAK OF INDIANS.

Trouble in‘Vera Cruz, Mexico,
No Political Significance.

Washington, Oet. 12.—The state de-
partment has received a dispatch, datad
thé 3d instant, from the American am-
bassador at Mexico City, reporting that
the - recent attack by Indians on the
town of Acayucan, state of Vera (ruz,
Mexico, was in no wise connected with
the alleged revolutionary movement in-
cited by the St. Louis revolutionary
junta, but was a local outbreak of In-
dians who were dissatisfied with the
action of the chief authorities of the
village near them regarding a dispute
over land claimed by two bands,

The ambassador reported that tre
affair has no political significance, and
that the disturbance has ceased.

COMMISSION VOTES
FOR ITS ABOLISHMENT

Burlington, Vt., Oct. 12.—The mem-
bers of the ctate tuberculcosis commis-
sion have come to the conclusion that
their duties can be attended to effi-
ciently and conveniently by the state
board of health and in their biennial
report, soon to be submitted to the
legislature, will take the unusual
course of racommending the abolish-
ment of the commission. They will
also recommend that the work of the
commission be transferred to the state
board of health, and that a bill be
passed by the lezisiature making the
appropriation of $2,000, which the com-
miseion has used annually in its work
to the health board.

SHOCKS IN SICILY.

Great Damage Done and People
Camping in the Open.

Palermo, Oect. 12.—The earthquake
shoeks in Sicily continue, and are caus-
ing serious damage to dwellings and
churches, some of which have fallan.
Caccamo sustained particulariy heavy
damages, and the condition of the peo-
ple of that town, Termini and Trabia
is extremely distressing. They have
been camped in the open air for weeks
past. In the last five days more than
100 shocks have been felt at Trabia.

BURLINGTON REPORT.

Chicago, Oct. 12.—The annual report
of the Chicago, Burlingtcn & Quiney
road, just issued, for the fiscal year
ended June 20, shows total gross earn-
ings of $74,146,670. The total expenses
were $51,463,641, leaving net earnings
of $22,683,028. After the deduction uf
taxes the net income is $20,538,139.

“Never, never, will I return to power.
I do not desire to speak ill of the em-
peror, who is still my imperial master,
and to whom 1 owe everything, nor ofl
the governorment, nor of my counrty;
but I have had enocugh. You cannot
make that statement too emphatic.”

Count Witte declared that the bourse
terview with Baron Rothschild were
baseless. This interview had nothing
to do with financial negetiations. Witte
is an old friend of the baron, and free-
ly gave him his opinion on the finan-
cial situation.

It is an open secret that Count Witte
would have greater confidence in Rus-
sian finances if the ministry were in
stronger hands. He declined 15 ex-
press his opinion of M. Kokovsoff, tne
present minister of finance, but smiled
dignificantly when the correspondent of
the Associated Press reminded him of
a conversation held several months ago
in which he characterized Kokovsoff as
a great man for small affairs.

Count Witte said he had no intention
of visiting the United States. He is
still under medical treatment, and his
future plans have not been determined.

TAKEN OFF THE BALLOT

St. Paul, Oct. 12.—The supreme court
today ordered the name of John W,
Johnson of Minneapclis, Socialist La-
bor candidate for governor, stricken
from the official ballot.

The name of John W. Johnson was
added by petition, which was filed last
Saturday just before the tfine for mak-
ing nominations by filing petitions ex-
pired. John A. Johnson, the present
governor, is a candidate for re-elec-
tion en the Democratic: ticket. As soon
as John W. Johnson's name was filed
the Democratic state central commit-
tee claimed that the nomination of
John W. Johnson was irregular,—-3s
many names on the petition were o
those who already had voted at the
primaries.

CHURCH QUESTION
IS AGITATING SPAIN

Madrid, Oect. 12.—The reactionary
party is using with good effect against
the government the popular outcry
against the new commereial treaty
which is beiag negotiated with France,
whereby the duty on wines will be
raised to the prejudice of Spanish pro-
ducers, and it is feared the Liberal
ministry has been shaken in conse-
quence. Simultaneously, the clericals
are showing greater boldness. Five
bishops, after a meeting at Burgos,
have sent a messageé to the govern-
ment violently protesting against the
“anti-Christian movement,” and de-
claring their purpose not to obey laws
which violate the rights of the church.

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MATTER TURNED

OVER T0 MAGOON

Nevertheless, There Is No Hope
for American Residents
in Isle of Pines.

SECRETARY TAFT POSITIVE

SACRED TRUST CANNOT BE VIO«
LATED.

Havana, Oct. 12.—Secretary Taft (o=
day received President Stark of the
Isle of Pines association and informed

him positively that the provincial gov-
ernment could not consider any move-

ment in the direction of any separa-
tion 91' the isle from Cuban sover-
eignty. Mr. Taft added that the mat-
ter had been referred to Charles E.
Magoon, who succeeds Mr, Taft as
provincial governor of Cuba.

In a formal statement Mr. Taft de-

clared that it i{s absolutely impossible
for the provisional government of Cuba
to recognize for a moment that the
Isle of Pines is neot completely under
the jurisdiction ofthe provisional gov-
ernment, as part of the republic of
Cuba.

The statement further says:

“While the fact that the majority of
the residents of the Isle of Pines are

Americans may call for exceptional
provisions respecting provinelal and
municipal government, any of the

three bases mentioned in the Isle of
Pine association’s communiecation, In-
volving the separation of the isle, is
wholly inadmissible, as it would be a
violation ¢’ the sacred trust imposed
upon the provisional government to
preserve the interests of Cuba intact
during the incumbency of that gov-
ernment.”

Mr. Taft has ordered one officer and
twenty-five marines to the Isle of
Pines, explaining that he does not an-
ticipate any trouble there, but that the
marines are sent to promote a feeling
of security.

are now being mobilized throughout
the entire south of Morocco, and al-
ready are in armed rebellion.

Some fighting has occurred in the dis«
trict of Azar, between the government
troops and the tribe of Benicher, in
which the Turks were routed, with the
loss of 100 men killed and sixty
wounded. The casualtics of the Arabs
is estimated at 200.
