CAUSES URDER

Frank Zesco, Victim of Assault
at Bingham Junction, Dies
From His Injuries.

HIS FAMILY IS IN EUROPE

TRAGIC DEATH COMES TO INNO-
CENT ONLOOKER AT ROW.

Frank Zesco, a boiler maker at Bing-
bham Junection, died at the Murray hos-
pital at 8:10 last night as the result
of injuries sustained during a row early
Saturday morning. The death of Zesco

will no doubt result in a murder charge
being placed against Stephen Luckicie,
who is being held on suspicion of the
crime.

Zesco was not a participant in the
quarrel which resulted fatally, but was
an innocent onlooker and was evident-
ly struck by a stone intended for one
of the combatants in the free-for-all
fight that was in progress outside of
a2 saloon at Bingham Junction.

it is declared by witnesses to the
tragedy that the missile which killed
Zesco was thrown by Luckicie, who
was bartender in the saloon in which
the row started. Peter Krouers, who
is also said to be a participant in the
affair, is likewise held at the county
Jail without bail as a witness to the
homiecide.

The rock which was hurled with ter-
rific force struck Zesco on the left side
of the head, putting out his left eye
and fracturing his skull. From the be-
ginning it was seen that there was not
the slightest hope for the wounded man
and it was g surprise to the doctors who
attended him that he lived as long as
he did—abourt forty hours after the in-
Jury was inflicted.

The remains of the ill-fated boiler-
maker were removed from the hospitai
to the undertaking parlors of C. H.
Banks & Co. at Murray, where an in-
quest will probably be held today by
Justice Durand.

The dead man was a native of Aus-
tro-Hungary and has a wife and four
children living in Budapest and they
will be notified through the Austrian
embassy. It is hardly probable that the
remains of the dead man will be re-
moved to Europe for burial. The body
will in all Hkelihood be cared for by
his fellow workmen and buried at Mur-
ray and his effects sent to his family.

GRACK BATTERY
15 IN DISGRAGE

Flower of Utah National Guard
So Deteriorated It May-
Be Mustered Out.

OFFICERS CANNOT AGREE

REORGANIZATION OF GUARD
MAY RESULT. :
Political disorder, military jealousy

and negligence have not only demoral-
ized the First Battery, which has a rec-
ord in the Philippine campaign for gal-
lantry and efficiency unsurpassed by
any military organization, state or na-
tional, to a degree that has called upon
it the censure of almost every military
man in the state, and has threatened
to muster it out of the service.

The inspection of the battery last
Friday night, which showed a most de-
plorable condition of affairs, has caused
many indignant protests against the
deterioration of the organization that
was at one time the pride of Utah.

The Original Battery.

Eight years ago, when President Mc-
Kinley called for volunteers to fight
the Spaniards the Utah battery was
among the first to organize and clamor
for the fray. Amid the tears of parting
and the “God speed yous” of the par-
ents and friends who were giving up
their loved ones_ for their country the
Utah boys turned their faces westward.

It was this battery that caused the
attaches of foreign legations to marvel
at the courage and patriotism that con-
quered every battlefield, and it was
this battery that last Friday night
showed scarcely a score of men at in-
spection, with $35,000 worth of govern-
ment property in a condition that is a
disgrace to every citizen of Utah and
tc the memory of the hardy volunteers
who dragged their guns through the
mire and swamps of the Philippines to
the terror of the enemy, wherever
found.

The Battery's Record.

This is the battery that won distine-
tion at Malate, Manila, Guadalupe,
Pasig Island, Mariquina, Bagbag, Ca-
Iumpit, Caiauta and scores of other
battlegrounds, and this is the battery
that allows the cannon to rust for want
of care, the grease to gum about the
wheels of the carriages, the harness to
crack, and the filth and dirt to accu-
mulate throughout the armory.

In the Philippine islands eight years
ago there marched a band of resolute
Utahns, ready to sacrifice their lives
for their country. Many of these men
have joined that phantom army of
heroes whose last tattoo was sounded
while the bugles called them to the
front.
and Santa Anna is red with the
blood of the members of the Utah Light
Artillery, and in memory of these fall-
en patriots the zealous citizens of Utah
resolved to perpetuate this organiza-
tion and duplicate the feat of the bat-

call.

The Shame of the Successors.

This battery earned the right on the
battlefield to be

negligence, however, of the successors
of the Philippine veterans the battery

Cglonel H, M. H. Lund, immediately
upon seeing in what shape the battery
was in, called a meeting of the officers
and men of the battery, in order to
fix the responsibility for the prevailing
conditions. He¢ reprimanded them se-
verely and demanded to know of the
officers why there were no more men
present. Captain Hyrum Barton ex-
plained that he had filed a requisition
for stationery and stamps with the ad-
jutant general and that the latter did
not act upon it.

Captain Bar-
ton says that the battery members
have agreed to ask the two lieutenants
to resign and that this aetion will be
taken tcday.

NEW CITY BUILT OVER OLD

Work of Excavating Herculaneum
Will Be Prosecuted Under
. Extreme Difficulties.

Rome, Nov. 11L—Professor Charles
Waldestein, professor of fine arts in
King's coilege, Cambridge, England, will
arrive here shortly for the purpose of per-
fecting an agreement with the Italian
government concerning the carrying out
of his project for the excavation of the
ancient city of Herculaneum. The pro-
fessor’s plans to this end have been ac-
cepted by the Italian government on the
condition that the party representation
of foreign countries in the work be only
under the form of.private contributions
and that there be no foreign official in-
terference.

Professor Waldestein has secured the
active co-operation of King Victor Em-
manuel, as president of his organization.
as well as that of Empercr William, King
Edward and President Roosevelt.

The excavation of Herculaneum will be
a gigantic enterprise. The work &f dig-
ging up the ancient city was begun by
Xing Charles ITI, in 1738, and it was con-
tinued under the direction of the Italian
government in 1866. This excavation has
always been attended with the greatest
difficulty, as over the ruins of the an-
cient city there stands today the town
of Resina, with 20,000 inhabitants.

President.

Washignton. Nov. 11—According to wire-
less messages received today at the White
House from the battleship Louisiana,
I'resident Roosevelt and party are experi-

Cne message received over nizht was
sent from the ship Saturday at 8 D. m.,
and was as follows: |

“At 8 p. m., latitude 28.27 north; longi- |
tude, 74. Weather fine.”
