WL DEDICATE  ORGAN

Fine Instrument Being Placed in
Methodist Church to Be
Opened Friday.

The organ now being built in the First
Methodist Episcopal church will be for-
mally dedicated next Friday evening,
Dec. 7. Professor Edward Freiser of
Kansas City, Mo., will open the organ.
Mr. Kreiser is the organist of the Jewish

temple of Kansas City, and is a puplil
of the celebrated Alexandre Guilmant of

place and date.

Paris. He also studied under the late
eminent English organist, Frederick
Archer.

The organ is one of rare beauty and

power. It is 16 feet wide, 15 feet deep and
22 feet high. It has nearly 2,000 pipes

and 37 stops. It has numerous combina-
tions such as pneumatic couplers, com-
bination pistons and pedal movements
and mechanical accessories which add
greatly to the efficiency of the instru-
ment. The console is detached and re-
moved from the organ about eight feet
in front and to the right. The organist
will face the congregation and will be
between the pulpit and the choir loft.
The advantage of this will be readily seen
by any one interested in the development
of church music.

The action of the organ is what is
kKnown as “tubular pneumatic,” and is
practically instantaneous. The case of
the organ is built out of quarter sawed
oak and harmonizes with the interior fin-
ish of the church. The display pipes are
artistically grouped and richly decorat-
ed to agree with the tinting and furnish-
ings of the church. The bellows is run
by an electric motor and these, with the
machinery for the organ, are located in
the basement of the church. The men in-
stalling the organ have been at work for
five weeks, and promise to have the organ
ready in fine shape for the opening con-

ert. 2
