American Fork, Dec. 2. —Mrs. Clem-
ents, wife of Stephen Clements of this
Place, gave birth to triplets last Sunday
night. All three were boys and were
fully developed. They lived but about an
hour and a half after birth. It is un-
derstood that this is the only case"of
t being bern in Utah county.

Funeral services were held in the First
ward chapel Tuesday over the remains of
the old pioneer, James Pulley, who died
last Saturday. George Heber Robinson
of the First ward bishopric, conducted
the services. The stand was draped in
white for the occasion, The speakers were
James H. Clarke. 8. L. Chipman, John
H. Davis and William M. Bromley, who
all spoke in the highest terms of the de-
ceased's integrity and useful life, botn
as a neighbor and citizen and as a faith-
ful Latter-day Saint. The benediction
was pronounced by Elder William R.
Webb. A large cortege of carriages fol-
lowed the remains to the cemetery.
James Pulley was the son of Francis Pul-
ley and Martha Embrey Pulley, and was|
born in Herefordshire, England, May 17,
1823, and was therefore in his S4th year.
His father was killed when James was
but three years old, leaving him and five
other children to be cared for by their
mother. The family were in destitute cir-
cumstances. and it was necessary for the
children when very young to labor for
daily wages, therefare his educational
advantages were limited to but a few
weeks of schooling and some instruction
from his mother, whiech enabled him to
read and write. He joined the Mormon
church at Ledbury, Engiland, Oet. 14,
1840, and emigrated to America in 1844,
going directly to Nauvoo, becoming inti-
mately acquainted with the leader of the
Mormon church, Joseph Smith, and also
Lecoming a member of the Nauvoo legion.
On the 4th of February, 1846 he was
united in marriage to Alice Mopon. and
sgon after he with others of tho Saints
were driven from that city. After leav-
ing Nauvoo he went to the city of Alton.
Ills.; from there to Savannah. Mo., and
then to Council Bluffs. Ta . at which place
he fitted out with an ox team for the trip
across the plains to the Rocky Mountains.
arriving in Salt Lake City in 1848 He
staved in that ecity for a year or tweo and
then moved south as far as Payson, but
not being satisfied with that place he re-
turned to the north part of the territory.
locating in Farmington, from which place
he moved to American Fork in the year
1853. In
He was the father of 18 children,
five by his first wife and thirteen by his

second. thirteen of whom survive Bim,
together with his second wife. He has

forty-one grandehildren and twenty-three
great grandchildren.
