Acting upon the recommendation of the
chief of police, the eity council refused
last night to grant a renewal of the liquor
license of Wineman & Metcalf, proprie-
tors of the White House bar, at 208 South
Main street, on the ground that the pro-
prietors had been arrested on a charge
of violating the Sunday closing ordinance,
and that their case g still pending in the
¢ity couri, a continuance of the case hav-
ing been ordered until Jan, 3, 1907,

The adoption of the motion to concur
in the recommendation precipitated a
warm debate in which it was charged

that the chief of police is pot expressing
his own mind in the Sunday closing rules,
and that he was not following his own
convictions in recommending that the li-
cense of the firm mentioned be not re-
newed. It was suggested that there is a
motive behind the action of the chiet in
the matter.

Councilman Muivey demanded that the
members of the firm be given a chance to
he heard before the council committee on

He declared emphatically that
it is not justifiable to refuse a renewal
of the .license when the case is still
pending /in the courts He recommended
that the license be granted pending the |
sattlement of the case, and that if con-
vieted they be refused permission to re-
open the business.

Arbitration Between Smelters
and Farmers Only Way,
Says Famous Expert.

METALLURGISTS’ MEETING

PROF. TRAPHAGEN OUTLINES
SITUATION IN MONTANA.

“There is no solution for the smelter
smoke problem other than arbitration be-
tvtveen the farmer and the smelter oper-
ator.

“The smoke and sulphur fumes will
do _a certain amount of damage to soil,
crops and livestock, but not as much -as
is generally claimed by farmers. The
smelter operator must admit this dam-
age, the farmer must estimate his losscs
conservatively and the two factions set-
tle their differences in the best possible
manner.”

This, in brief, is the conclusion of F.
W. Traphagen, professor of metallurgy in
the Colorado school of mines and recog-
nized as one of the best experts in this
country on the effects of smelter smoke,
after years of experiment and research.

The results of Professor Traphagen's
work on the smelter smoke question were
set forth in detail last night at the open-
ing business session of the annual con-
vention of the Western Association of
Technical Chemists and Metailurgists,
held i the metallurgical laboratory of
the university here. Professor Traphagen
was unable to be present at the meeting
and his paper was read.

Experimented on Farm.

For the past few the Anaconda
Copper Mining company of Anaconda,
Mont., has retained Professor Traphagen
as an expert on smelter smoke effects,
and under his direction an experimental
farm was started near Anaconda, under
the very stacks of the miring company's
largest smelter.

From experiments conducted on this
farm it was found that the smeiter smoke
did notl injurc the Montans alkali ‘soil,

and in fact helped it; that the atmosphere
about the farm was of unusually high
quality; that it dia not affect the crops
to an alarming degree, and that the most
exacting tests applied to ecattle brougnt
no bad results. .
