Silver King Closes Bargain for
All James McGregor Proper-
ties, Avoiding Litigation.

After days of long conferences and dis-

It gives the combination absolute pos-
sessjion of territory that Rhas produced
more than $20,000.000, and which has paid
in dividends $10,000,600.
