AT 600D SPRINGS

Shenandoah, Owned by Samue!
Newhouse and Others, Is
Making Big Bonanza.

BAMBERGER FOR ONTARIO

So little noise has been made about
it and so lttle has appeared in print
that it is not generally known that one
of ‘the biggest lead-zinc mines in this
country.and a property that is likely to
make history, particularly as a zinc
producer, is being actively operated by
the Shenandoah Mining company with-
In four miles of Good Springs, in Lin-
coln county, Nevada. Every week, .as
a result of the development work that
has been going on through the winter,
a carload of ore is being shipped .to the
local market that is net.ing the com-
pany from $1,000 to $1,500 for the ap-
proximately thirty tons with which the
cars are loaded. This is the lead ore
and it runs, according to control as-
says, all the way from 44.7 per cent
lead and eight ounces silver, to 75 per
cent Jead and eleven ounces silver. For
every ton of lead ore that is taken out
there is opened up about ten tons of
zine ore, carbonate and oxide, that car-
ries 35 per cent up. This ore is identi-
cal in character with that produced by
|lhe‘-‘ famous Potosi mine, in the same
region, though the Shenandoah ledge is
much the larger of the two, having an
average width of forty-five feet. Its
apex and strike is held in the com-
pany’s ground for a distance of 4,500
feet, and the values are shown, through
the surface prospecting, to be continu-
ous for the entire distance.
