Regarding Ireland, Lord Castletown de-
clared that what was proposed was evo-
lution rather than devolution. After a
hundred years of union it was proposed
to adopt administrative reforms, long
overdue, and rescue the Irvish system from
chaos. Ireland’'s appeal for financial jus-
tice had faile@, but “was unthinkable and
imposaible.”

Lord Lansdowne, Liberal TUhionist,
said the opposition was left entirely ig-
norant as to the direction in which a so-
lution for the present relations between
the house of lords and the house of com-
mons was to be sought.
