A spirited gispute en-
sued between Mr: Macen and Mr. Fitz-
gerald of New York, wherein the latter
gave notice that he would see that a
point of order was made against the
se~tlon providing for the inerease for
ruzal carriers. Mr. Macon refused to
abandon his positibn, and the chair sus-
taired the point of order.
