Everybody knows it is dificult now

to get the “right” men o accept office,
aither as councilmen or as appointive
employes. The reason is simple: a good
man is handicapped in the council by
the little political intrigues and di-
visions of .spoils, by the men who are
in the council, not to serve the public,
but to get as much as possible out of
public employ, A self-respecting cit-
izer, such a man as Ferry, for instance,
is embarrassed by political caucuses,
by the exigencles of party necessity,
until he is almost ready to despair of
doing business on business principles.

Why shouldn't Salt Lake get the right
men o serve if it gives them salaries
commensurate with their responsibili-
ties and entrusts them with the author-
ity needed to achieve results? Why
shouldn’t conventions representing the
whole city get ‘as good men as are
named for the distriet judgeships or for
mayor or for congress? Is public spirit
dead in Salt Lake? 1Isn't it possible to
arouse an interest in city affairs that
shall compel the politicians to take a
back seat and let the people take com-
mand of their civic affairs?

The Herald believes that the time is
ripe for such an awakening of the peo-

nominatn and elect good men, but that
the citizens will have no other kind. If
the Galveston plan is adopted, as seems
likely, it is safe to say that the whole
community will take part in the af-
fairs of the city, in its nominating con-
ventions, in its primaries and in its
actual government.
