DRAIN TUNNEL MEN QUIT.

Force at Ontario Demand More Pay
and Walk Out on Being Refused.
Park

City, April 2. -A the
employes of the Ontario company work
ing in the drain tunnel occurred vester-
day afternoon, and as ¥+t there has been
no settlement of the difficulty. Jhe work
at the tunnel is of a hazardous nature, |
and since the recent entering of the
country about the No. 2 shaft the danger

has been augmented rather than lessened
as was the expectation. The men who
have been at work in the great drainway
opening it up are the best men possible
Lo aebtain in their line and the work which
confronted them was big However, all
has moved along pretty well and every
effort has been made to keep things «

makes the Ontario drain  tunnel a
dangerous place to work in. Some days
igo the men emploved asked that thev

be given a raise of 5 cents per day in
wages, At present thev are getiing $4.0
per day. and the new scale would make
it $5. The matter was taken up by the
management and the demand refused, so
without further negotiations the mea
quit.

This iz not a strike of the union. but
simply a demand of the force employved
4t the place for more money, and the
demand has been refused and the walk-
out is the result.

It was thought that when the No.
shaft was reached all danger wouid be
past, but it seems that since the open-
ing of the mine that far the tunne] has
been a much more dangerous place than
aver to work in. as the force af the wa-
ter in the shaft carried such things as
wall plates with apparently no difficulty,
and with such missfles as this coming to-
ward a crew there is little wonder that
they should be frightened. However, the
matter is now being handled by the man-

ment, and it is hoped that the delay
in the opening of th& tunnel, which means
s0 much to the town, may be short,
and that matters can be amicably and
quickly adjust=d.

Everybody Goes Prospecting.

Meanwhile Ramsey is deserted by nearly
every able-bodied man. all being out
in the north and east ends of the distriot
scratching and tearing at the surface
croppings wherever theyv oeceur. or the
digger has beenslucky enough to stick up
a monument,

The east end looks good, toe, for here
Bennett struck it a few days ago. eightv-
five feet down and worth $1.9%0 in free
gold. Bennett is still digging, sacking
and storing his, high-grade, and workng
twelve men below. A mile southwest of
him the New Comstock has struck a lit-
tle ledge in their #9 foot vein that sam-
pled across its forty-twe inches $6857.80 g
ton, and this find did not lessen the ex-
citement any.

Over on the Fisher mine. some more
Salt Lakers are about to start work on a
small, insignificant stringer about four-
teen inches wide that lies in a huge out-
cropping vein, and gives assay values all
the way from 310 to £35% a ton, and an-
other crowd of Salt Lakers are about to
open up the Walkover. whose ledges are
g0 intricate and so rich that thev are
afraid to start a shaft in any one spot
for fear they will miss a richer ledge
some other place. About what these Salt
Lakers will do, will be to sink a shaft in
the center of the claim, drift each way
north and south 730 feet, and east and
west 300 feet each. They might drift fur-
ther, but the claim is anly a full claim.
Such work as this, foolish as it sounds.
would cut numbers of ledges and provided
water level was reached. would repeat the
experience of every other shaft in the dis-
trict where water level has been reached,
and dvelop a rich mine.

The Ramsey Comstock is a rich mine,
and a big one, too, but it will do no man
any good to expect to find a big ledge of
high-grade here on the surface: he might
find a few inches of it. but no such ledge
as has been opened up in the Comstock, a
ledge without a wall on one side, with
no top vet discovered and no bottom, it
is hop;d.

History of Property.
The Chainman was -<l‘igu‘:’nl_h' organ-
ized by Dix W. Smith of Elmira, N. Y.,
{ in 1%, The company purchased proper-

i

tv in this disirict for which $156.000 was
paid. That was before the advent of the
Nevada Northern, when Ely was remote
from a railroad and could only be reached
by stage. Prominent in the affairs of the
company ‘at_that time were M. Hibbard
of Elmira. L. R. Johnson of" Elfnira, J.
V. Stranton of Corning, N. Y.. and other
financial men of equal prominence. The
company spent $15008 in improving the
properties purchased, but the company
did not prosper.

A sentiment was created among a num-
ber of the stockholders to sell the prop-
erty to the Nevada Consolidated Copper
(-urhpany. and a sale was eventually ne-
gotiated on a basis of $100.00 for the
property. Litigation followed the expres-
sions of dissatisfaction on the part uf. a
number of the shareholders and a receiv-
er was appointed. )

One year ago the work of redeeming
the property was begun. Attorney John
Bul! had charge of the legal end, Coionel
Winser conducted the financial operation,
whilé the mining end of the business was
taken_care of by Fred D. Smith.

The new company. which has been
formed as a result of this rehabilitation
of the company, has taken over the Joan,

Joan No. 2 and the Aultman mining
properties, adioining the originai hold-

ings of the company. ,
Legal Difficulties Settled.

All of the legal actions in which the old
company had been Involved have been
settled amicably, and the new company
will work in harmony with the Nevada
Consolidated Copper company, which,
with the Cumberland-Ely company, is
building the great Steptoe valley smeiters
at MeGill

The reorganized Chainman will pur-
chase adjoining properties and will begin
the long-delayed work of developing their
holdings on an extensive and far-reaching
plan. The directors of the company have
decided to issue a 31,000,000 stock dividend
to the stockholders of the old ecompany
April 15, and arrangements are now being
concluded to put the stocks of the com-
pany on the curb market in New York,
Boston, Philadelphia and Salt Lake.

The old Chainman company a few days
ago transferred to the Ely Townsite com-
pany its power plant, .eleciric power
transmission lines, the old Chainman
millsite and water rights, and other
properties net directly pertaining to its
mining interests, The consideration was
not stated, but is believed to have been
approximately $100,000.
