The telephone linemen are still await-
fng the arrival of F. J. MeNulty, the in-
ternational president of the Brotherhood
of Electrical Workers. Mr. McNulty is
on his way te San Francisco, where
there are matters of vital importance to
his organization to be attended te. He
is due to arrive in San Francisco on the
7th day of this month. En route he will
stop In Salt Lake long enough to gain
& grasp on the situation here and to coun-
sel with the district officials of the union.
The telephone companies have refused
the demands of the linemen for an in-
crease of pay. The demands, briefly put,
are for an Increase of 5 cents a day.
Mr. McNulty was expected to arrive yes-
terday, but he did not come. It ia al-
maost certdin that he will be here
day.
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Trouble in Montana.

An Associated Press dispatch from Bil-
Yings, Mont., is to the effect that the
Bell operators in that city are on strikeq
and that the merchants have notified the
company officials that the strike must
be settled, and settled quickly; the al-
ternative is that the patrons will with-
draw their subscriptions

The merchants of Helena not long ago
took a hand in the settlement of the
sirike of telephone operators. They no-
tifed the company that unless the serv-
fce was maintained and the strike set-
tled it was manifest that they must with-
draw their patronage. The strike was
settled.

It will readily be understood that the
merchants are the chief sufferers in cases
of telephone strikes They are unable
to send their iocal orders with swiftness,
neither are the patrons of thelr stores
able to place their daily orders for goods.
One Salt Lake merchant yesterday said
that *‘street car strike would have been
hell, but a telephone strike will be
heller.”

This concern is commonly called the
Moffit system, Mr. Moffit being at the
head of the enterprise.

On the Pacific Coast.

Word “fin - the Pacific coast is that
the telephone operators employed by the
Pacific States Telephone company, which
is allied with the Bell interests, in that
It uses the Bell system and equipment,
and is also in other ways more or less di-
rectly connected with the Bell company.
No one in _Salt Lake is, se far as could
be learned; sufficiently familiar with the
San Franelsco sitvation to say how well
the operfitors are organized; the gen-
eral understanding‘is that the girls have
a fairly ~effective bond and that their
union hag been effective in the past.

The teléphone operators in this city

have no union. One of the reasons as-
signed for this is that the girls, as a
rule, remain in the employ of the com-

panies only a short time and that there
is a continual shifting of the personnel
of the force.

ted that he understood when the traffic
agreement was made between his road
and the Southern Pacific that for ninety-
nine vears on the class of traffic men-
tioned in the agreement the San Pedro
oificials could not make a change of rate
without the consent of the Southern Pa-
cifie., Mr. Clark further said that the
provision was not put into the agreement
at the instance of his line. The examina-
tion then continued:

Commissioner Lane—Why did you con-
sent to the making of such a contract?

Mr. Clark—Why, that let us into south-
ern California. There a provision in
thera that they can Intei¢hange with us
on the same terms as they interchange
with the Santa Fe company. Now, at that
time, we had probably a Ilittle over 100
miles of railroad in southern California
and that would give us access by inter-
change to 30 additional miles already
constructed by the Southern Paeific in
operation.

Commissioner Lane—You say that lets
vou into southern California. Could you
not have gotten in without that?

Mr. Clark—In time, yes sir; at an enor-
mous expense. Those lines were already
constructed and in-eperation.

In response to further Inquirfes, Mr.
Clark said the contract applied only to
“loeal traffic, that is traffic picked up In
California and lald down within the state.”

Not a San Pedro Proposition.

When his attention was called to a
clause which provides that no changes
should be made in the rates unless such
changes be made necessary by some re-
guirement of state or national law, and
was asked by Attorney Severance, for the
commission, if that did not show clearly
that it was never the intention that the
provision should apply to traffic local to
the state of California, Mr. Clark said he
would not undertake to answer this. Mr.
(Clark admitted further that he was un-
able to give any reason for the insertion
of the provision in the contract. He could
not say that the provision had been draft-
ed by Mr. Harriman or Mr. Harriman's
assistants, but he was quite positive that
it was not drawn by the San Pedro road
officials. It developed that the San Pedro
company agreed not to construct, during
the life of its centract, additions to its
lines that would compete with the Oregon
Short Line, “northward of the parallel of
Salt Lake City, Utah.”

What effect the abrogation of the
agreement will have on the pending in-
vestigation into the Harriman lines is
problematical. Members of the Interstate
commerce commission refused to discuss
that phase of the case.
