FUNERAL SERVICES TODAY

ARRIVAL OF VICE PRESIDENT
FAIRBANKS.

0., May 28.—Eight thousand
people passed through the McKinley
home this afternoon and viewed the
bodv of Mrs. William MecKinley. Can-
tonians paid their tribute in the best
way they could, since the privilege of
any funeral decorations in the city or
any general municipai participation in
the ceremonies had been denied them.
It had been stated that admission to
the home would be from 3 to § o'clock.
At 1:30, however, women and children
lined up in front of the house waiting
to pass by the casket. The doors were
opened at 2:30, and from that time until
5:30 the people paid silent but sorrow-
ful tribute to the woman they loved.
The casket rested in the room and in
the same place where the body of Pres-
ident McKinley was placed while in
the family home.

Brief Funeral Services.

The funeral services tomorrow after-
noon, beginning at 2 o'clock, will be
simple and brief. Dr. Buxton, present
pastor of the First Methodist Episco-
pal church, and Dr. Holmes, former
pastor, will bhave charge. Four mu-
eical selections will be sung at the
service. The same music as was used
at the funeral of the late President
McKinley, “Beautiful Isle of Some-
where,” “Lead, Kindly Light,” and
“Nearer, My God, to Thee,” will be
rendered by a quartette.

Mrs. Clark and Mrs. Green will sing
a duet, “The Angel,” by Rubenstein.
The president and party are to arrive
here at 12:45, and will proceed to the
residence of Justice William R. Day,
then to the McKinley residence.

MR. BREEDEN WRESTLES WITH THIS
PROBLEM---IS A €AN OPENER A TOOL?

The guestion as to whether a can opener
is a tool has been submitted to M. A.
Breeden, attorney general, by Charles S.
Tingey, secretary of state. This momen-
tous problem has come up in connection
with the interpretation of the law passed
by the last legislature imposing a $M tax
on itinerant vendors or salesmen dispos-
ing of certain lines of goods. Among the
articles which cannot be sold in this
manner without a license is the item,
“tools.”” Recently a can opener agent
wrote to Secretary Tingey and inquired
whether a can opener could be elassed as
a tool and the secretary gave it up and
passed it along to the attorney general.

There will be considerable difficuity in
enforeing “this law, as, according to 3
strict construction it applies to drummers
and traveling salesmen of all classes who
dispose of any of the restricted articles
without paying the license. Only firms
with headquarters in the state can dis-
pose of their wares without paying the

According to Secretary Tingey one li-
cense will not be sufficient for several
vendors selling the same goods for the
same company, but each must take out a
separate license. Because of the great
number of these salesmen throughout the
state it will be almost impessible to col-
lect even a good proportion of the tax
unless the county authorities are wateh-
ful, as the secretary of state has no
funds with which to keep watch in every
locality for violators.

Another law which has been attracting
considerable attention is the usury law,
which prohibits the charging of more than
12 per cent interest per annum. Numer-

| ous inquiries have been received relative

to this law from all sections of the coun-
try and a large number of copies have
been sent out. The law has also been
examined thoroughly by the attorneys for
all the money lenders in this vicinity. The
law provides that where more than 12 per
cent is charged the loaner shaill forfeit
both interest and principal.
