Monument Hill, Canton, Ohio, Sept. 30.—
The McKinley mausoleum., the tribute

!
#nd gift of a nation“to the memory of
the martyred

president, was dedicated
this afternoon in the presence of hun-
dreds of distinguished men from ail parts |
of the United States and representatives
of foreign countries, and a crowd of ap-
proximately 50,000 people.

A feature of the dedication was the
presence of the president of the United
States, Vice President Fairbanks, mem-
bers of the president’'s cabinet, United
States senators and governors of sev-

eral states.

Addresses were delivered by President
Roosevelt, Justice William R Day, Mec-
Kinley’'s secretary of state, and Governor
Harris of Ohio, who acted as president |
of the day.

The program ended with the singing «f
“America” and benediction Bishop
Hortsman of Cleveland.

Opening Address.

Justice Day called the assemblage to
order and introduced Governor Harris,
president of the day. Governor Harris
Introduced Rev Dr. Bristol of Washing-
ton, whose church President MeKinley
attended when in Washington. Dr. Bris-
tol offered preyer. Governor Harris then
delivered the opening address of the cere-
mony, saying in part:

“All who knew our McKinley loved and
admired him He was worthy of their
fullest confidence and equal to any emer-
gency in either public or private life.

“McKinley had been a pupil of Grant,
Hayes, Garficld and Harrison, In war and
in peace and added fresh laurels to
the crowns of his eider comrades.

On the other hand, the poor
and backward republics, the republics in
which the iot of the average citizen is
least desirable, and the lot of the labor-
ing man worst of all, are precisely those
republies in which industry has been

| killed because wealth exposed its owner

to spoliation. To these communities for-
eign capital now rarely comes, because it
has been found that as scon as capital
is emploved s0o as to give substantial
remuneration to those supplying it, it ex-
cites ignorant envy and haestility, which
result in such oppressive action, within
or without the law, as sooner or later to
work a virtual confiscation. Every man-

| as important as the discouragement of a
| spirit of envy and hostility toward honest
business men, toward honest men of
means; this is the discouragement of dis-
honest husiness men, the war upon the
{ chicanery and wrongdoing which are pe-
| culiarly repuisive, peculiarly noxious,
| when exhibited by men who have no ex-
! cuse of want, of poverty, of ignorance, for
their crimes. Men of means, and above
all, men of great wealth, can exist in safe-
ty under the peaceful protection of the
state, only in orderly societies, where Iib-
erty manifests itself through and under
the law. It is these men who, more than
any others, should, in the interests of
| the class to which they belong, in the In-
terests of their children and their chil-
dren’'s children, seek in every way, but
especially in the conduct of their lives,
to insist upon and to build up resgpect for
the law. It mav not be true from the
standpoint of some particular individual
of this class, but in the long run it is pre-
eminently true from the standpoint of the
class as a whole, no less than of the
| country as a whole, that it is a veritable
calamity to achieve a temporary triumph
by violation or evasion of the law; ani
we are the best friends of the man of
property, we show curselves the staunch-
est upholders of the rights of property,
when we set our faces like flint against
those offenders who do wrong in order
to acquire great wealth or who use this
wealth as a help to wrongdoing.

Right and Wrong.

‘“Wrongdoing is confined to no elass.
Good and evil are to be found among bhoth
rich and poor, and in drawing the line
among our fellows we must draw it on
conduct and not on worldly possessions.
In the abstract most of us will admit this.
In the concrete we can act upon such
doctrine only if we really have knowledge
of and sympathy with ene another. If
both the wage-worker and the capitalist
are able to enter each Into the other's
life, to meet him so as to get into gen-
uine syrmpathy with him, most of the mis-
understanding between them will disap-
pear and its place will be taken by a
judgment broader, juster, more kindly,
and more generous; for each will find in
the other the same essential human at-
tributes that exist in himself., It was
President McKinley's peculiar glory that
in actual practice he realized this as it is
given to but few men to realize it, that Bis
broad and de=H sympathies made him feel
a genuine gense of oneness with all his
fellow-Americans, whatever thelr station
or work in iife, so that to his soul they
were all joined with him in a great broth-
erly democracy of the spirit. Tt is not
given to many of us in our lives actually
to realize this attitude to the extent tnat
he did; but we can at least have it before
us as the goal of our endeavor, and by
so doing we shail pay honor better than
in any other way to the memory of the
dead president, whose servicesg in life we
this day commemorate.”

The Monument.

The mausoleum stands on an eminence
to which has been given the name of
Monument hill, about two miles due west
of the McKinley home in the city of
Canton. It is not an ornate affair, but
its simplicity is relieved by sufficlent
artistic embellishment to .make it an ob-
ject of beauty, as well as one of mas-
s}ve proportions and breadth of de-
sign.

Four states have contributed s share
of the material which has been used in
the building of the monument.. The gran-
ite used in the approaches and the
mausoleum proper are from the quarries
0{ hz{;lto;d. Mass. 'gtlennfeu.e has fur-
nis. the gray marble for the interior
of the tomb, while the which
now hold the bronze caskets in which
lie the bodies of President and Mrs. Mec-

Kinley are of dark green granite from

Windsor, Vt. The base upon which the

sarcophagi rest is black granite from
Berlin, Wis
From the first step of the approaeh

to the monument to the actual top of
the structure is 183 feet 6 inches, the
mausoleum itself being 98 feet § inches
high above the summit of the mound.
The top of the dome has an oculus 15
feet in diameter, through which comes
a softened light which adds greatly to
the beauty of the_ interior.

The mausoleum s 78 feet 9 inches in
diameter. In the center of the floor be-
neath the dome stand the sarcophagi
containing the bodies of the president
and Mrs. McKinley, and In niches on
the north side of the dome are the cas-
kets containing those of the two daugh-
ters, Jda and Mary, who died in in-
fancy.

Huge Doric columns are placed around
the interior in such a manner as to ap-
pear half buried in the sides of the build-
ing. The floor iz of mosaic, marble hav-
ing been brought from many states for
the purpose.

Half way down from the top of the
125 granite steps that lead up to the
main entrance on the south side of the
mausoleum stands an heroic bronze fig-
ure of President McKinley, ropresentin(g!
him in the attitude he usually assume
when speaking—his left hand holding a
roll of manuseript, and the right hand in
the trousers pocket. Behind the figure
is a bronze chair encircled with a wreath
and draped with the flag of the United
States. The bronze figure, which is 9
feet high, stands on a pedestal 18 feet
from the base to the feet of the fig-
ure.

Twenty-six acres of ground were pur-

chased by the monument ceommission,
and the utmost art of the landscape
gardener has been lavished upon the

grounds. Natural streams flow past the
base of the mound, and trees and flower
beds have been arrangeqd with an eye
to the greatest artistic beauty. From
the entrance to the grounds on the south
to the foot of the mound Is 50 feet,
and along this distance a double drive-
way 175 feet in width has been con-
triucted. Between the two sides of the
driveway is a lagoon, which is constant-
ly filled with fresh water. Long rows
of trees flank the lagoon and the drive-
waye.
