LOANS MADE TOO FREELY

SONAL NOTES.

Sacramento, Cal., Dec. 7.—Governor

Gillett today made the following state-
ment;

“At a meeting yesterday of the de-
positors of the California Safe Deposil
& Trust company, I found the bank
totally insolvent. Orders have been giv-
en to the attorney general to place it
in the hands of a receiver.

“The depositors found that $3,253,419.63
had been loaned to directors on their
personal notes without security and
companies with which directors
connected. A clerk named Bradford
was loaned $484,410 on his personal note
without security.
