CERRO DE PASCO MINES
ROLLING OUT COPPER

Cerro de Pasco Copver Mining
owned and controlied by J. H.
Haggin and the Hearst estate, operat-
ing in Peru, shipped in the calendar
year 1807, 20,152,000 pounds of copper
to the United States, most of it via
Panama, where it was refined by the
Baltimore Refining works of the
American Smelters Securities Corpora-
tion, says the Boston News Bureau.

December was a record month—ship-
ments being 2,500,000 pounds—and this
average is exvected to be maintained
during the current year and a produc-
tiopn of approximately 30,000,600 pounds
for 1908 is anticipated,

A gradual increase from this amount
to 50,000,000 pounds and possibly 75,-
000,000 pounds is predicted.

In a report to the United States gov-
ernment just at hand, Charles M. Pep-
per, special agent of the United States
at Lima, Peru, says that up to the
present time none of the Peruvian
mines are working below the 400-foot
level.

The investment of actual capital up
to the present time by the Cerro de
Pasco Co., according to a Peruvian
representative of the company, has
been §17,500,600 gold. The heaviest ex-
penditure has been in the construcilon
of the smelter and accessory works, in-
cluding coke ovens. The company's
orders for material for the enlargement
of the smelting plant and other im-
provements during 1908 aggregated
$1,500,000, although some of these may
