Bonding Schemes Popular.

“Recently the poliey of issuing bonds as
first lien on the property and redeemable
in stock after a certain number of years
has met with success in this country. Ut
course, these bonds bear interest higher
than is paid by banks on deposits; conse-
quently the bonds of mining companies of
known merit are eagerly subseribed ror.
Stock in these concerns nathrally does
not receive a dividend until the interest
on bonds has been paid, and where a new
copper property being opened up 1t s
not reasonable to expect dividends within
pericd of less than three years. To be
sure, there may be exceptions to this
rule, but the dividend understand must
be earned by the actual workings of the
mine, not by the sale of stock or other
me: al the expense of depleting the
fund so necessary in carrying on opera-
tions.

“Within the last month or six weeks
several of the better managed copper
companies have either reduced op discon-
tinued their dividends temporarily, not
for the reason that there was not enough
money in the treasury, but because the
meial market has been unsettled. Now
tha. metal prices have improved, and the
cost of labor and supplies at the mines
and works generally are less than they
were six months or a year ago, the pros-
pects of the copper market have assumeaed
a more cheerful tone. Producers, how-
ever, should not become too enthusiasfic,
nor consumers impetuous, rather should
they °‘go easy,” for prudence now will
mean prosperity later.”
