Mining World’s Review of the
Market for Past Week
Scents a Rise to $5.

Early in the year lead was freely of-
fered for sale at as low at $3.60 per 10
pounds, £. o. b. New York, which, by the
way, was the lowest price in a long while,
says the Mining World of Chicago in its
jssue of vesterday. This demoralization

in the market was the result of the ag-
gressive competition of independent pro-
ducers which compelled the American
Smelting & Refining company to withdraw
as the so-called *“lead trust.” There is
also no doubt that the agitation for a con-
gressional investigation of the ‘“‘smelter
trust’s” tactlcs in the lead market hast-
ened radical action by its managers, s0
today there is a free for all fight for
what little business is offering.

During the past week interest in the
lead market has been revived by the bull-
ish feeling of the ‘“‘smelter trust” in ad-
vancing its price to $4 per 100 pounds, the
highest quotation since early December
last. To be sure the smaller producers
likewise raised their price-schedule, and
if current events are correctly interpreted
there will be a further advance, perhaps
to $ per 100 pounds in the not distant
future.

The encouraging feature of the situas
tion is that the lots of lead purchased
speculatively when prices were lower are
nearly all worked off among small buyers.
This, coupled with the fact that opera-
tions in the producing centers of the
Coeur d’Alenes in Idaho, Leadville, Colo.,
the Mississippi valley territory, Mexico
and British Columbia, have during the
past few months been below normal owing
to the curtailed consumption and low
market price, suggests that the situation
in lead will improve henceforth. Of course
the rehabilitation of the lead industry will
depend largely on the position of silver,
for much the larger part of the domestie
supply of lead is obtained in refining both
metals,

A peculiarity about the present positior
of the market is that in the United States
—& country which contributes over one-
third of the world's supply of lead—better
prices are being obtained than are quoted
in the European markets. The American
duty of 2% cents per pound acts as a
check on imports, so competition here
cannot well be imitated by European pro
ducers.

Foreign production has fallen off some-
what during the past three months, and
we are advised that the principal sellers
are experiencing dull business. There
appears to be a feeling prevailing that
European consumers will not replenish
their stocks unt!l the market for their
manufactures improves, and no matter
how much the price is shaded the lead
market does not seem to gain orders.
May be with the betterment of trade in
the United States there shall also return
to Europe the prosperity for which lead
producers are waliting so anxiously. It
will also be instructive to watch the ef-
fect of the expiration on June 20 of the
Canadian lead bounty law. In 1%7 the
United States imported 11,0785357 pounds
of lead (in ore and base bullion) from
Canada.

Since the first day of January, hardly
ninety davs ago, there has been an ad-
vance in the price of mining stocks traded
in on the local mining exchange (listed
and unlisted stocks) that averages more
than 10 per cent.

RICH ORE BODIES ARE
FOUND IN MINES AT WARD

(Special to The Herald.)

March 26.—Confirmation of the re-
ported strike at the Ward Mountain
property of the United Nevada Mines
company, one of the richest mines in for-
mer times in White Pine county, was re-
ceived here yesterday in the form of
samples of black silver-lead ore assay-
ing from 800 ounces up in silver. Twelve
feet of this ore has been sunk through.
the vein broadening from twelve inches
to five feet.

From a shoot similar to the one now
being worked., values of more than $3.-
000,000 were secured in the late seventies,
The shoot was lost, however, and since
that time 'nothing but low-grade ore has
been found. Last Monday the strike was
made, and Superintendent Gates has since
been constantly on the ground. Sacking
of the bonanza ore is going ahead under
his direct supervision to prevent any high
grading.

Mr. Gates, who is extremely conserva-
tive, today sent a telegram to the east-
ern directors of the company, in which
he declared that in his opinion the pros-
pects of recovering the old shoot are
very flattering.

It is with great joy that the local field
greets the ore find, as the United Nevada
property lies only about seven miles
northwest of Ely. The property at one
time furnished a livelihood for 3,500 peo-
ple, Ward being one of-the larges: set-
tlements in the county until the old shoot
was Jost. With the recovery of the shoot
there is little doubt that renewed activ-
ity will he evident. At present thirty
miners are employed.
