Port au Prince, April 1.—The spirit of
uncertainty and of unrest still prevails
in Port au Prince. The recent abortive
attempt at a second uprising here in
which General Larraque, chief of the
cavalry, and several other army offi-
cers are alleged to have been impli-
cated, has given the governmént a
cause for searching all quarters of the
city in the hope of finding others it
suspects of being involved in the plot,

French Minister Alarmed.

The French minister to Hayti, M.
Carteron, has recently shown consid-
erdble alarm concerning the action the
Haytien government may take against

the refugees now in the French lega-
tion. Some of the refugees them-
selves say that the minister has ad-

vised them to procure pistols and as
much ammunition as possible, so that

they may be prepared to defend their
lives. According to the refugees, M.

Carteron told them that he was unable
to guarantee protection in the event
of an attac¢k upon the legation by gov-
ernment troops.

The French minister, when asked to-
day with regard to this statement, de-
clined to deny or affirm it, but he did

say that Le had made a representation
of the case to M. Borno, the minister
of state, pointéng out to him the

French contention that giving sanctu-
ary to the refugees was an absoluteiy
legitimate proceeding.

Feeling Not General.

It is generally believed here that the
alarm of the French minister is un-
founded. T'p to the present the gov-

ernment’'s attitude has been a concilia-
tory one, and it seems to be its inten-
tion not to offer the slightest excuse
for foreign intervention.

| There are rumors here that summary
executions continue in nearby country
districts, For a long time past the
government has had a large number of
so-called political prisoners in hand,
and it is reported that almost nightly
some of these are taken from the pris-
ons, transported to the country dis-
tricts not very remote from the ecity
and shot.

Well Known Colorado Mining Man
