Phillip Zu Eulenburg Under Ar-
rest and Prisoner in
Hospital.

HARDEN’S STORY WAS TRUE

DISGRACED MAN CLOSE FRIEND
OF THE KAISER.

Berlin, May 8 —Prince Philiip Zu Eulen-
burg was today placed under actual ar-
rest. The crown prosecutor took this step

as a result of the testimony given by two |

M men at the prince's bedside vesterday
to the effect that Prince Zu Eulenburg

had beer guilty ot wrongful actions with |

them twenty-fiva vears ago.
Prince Zu Eulenburg was involved in

the court scandal in Berlin that grew out |

of the charges brought by Maxmilien Har-
den, editor of Die Zukunft, last summer.
At the second Harden trial the ecourt de-
clared that all the charges made by Har-
den were absolutely without foundation.
After the termination of the Harden case
the publie prosecutor started proceedings
against Eulenburg and the arrest of to-
day is the cutcome. The prince was taken

into custody at his castle at Liebenberg |
and brought in an ambulance automobile |

forty miles to the charity hospital, where
he was detained pending a further inves-
tigation of a charge of periury made
against him.

Ruin for the Prince.

The prince’'s arrest is taken to mean
the irretrievable ruin of this brilliant
man, who was at one time a confidential

friend of Emperor William. The princs
had been nearer to his majesty during
the greater part of his reign than any
other German subject He might have
heen chancellor of the empire if he had
not refused the responsibility incident to |
this post This he did possibly because
stories of secret misconduct have long

been circulating against him, so much so
that he has lived on the brink of disclos
ure for the past ten years. He voluntar-
fly gave up the position of German am-
bassador at Vienna in 192 because, as
was commonly gossiped at the time, a
group of his enemies threatened him with
exposure

After resigning at Vienna the prince
returned to Beérlin, where he was often
with the emperor
