SUSPECT UNDER ARREST.

Pressman Thought to Have Poisoned
Dr. Wilson.

Philadelphia, July 3. —Frederick Gies,
foreman of a department in the press
rooms of the Curtls Publishing company
of this city, was taken into custody to-
night by the police, as a suspect in con-
nection with the murder of Dr. H. Wil-
son, who died on June 28, alter drinking
a bottle of poisoned ale which had been
sent to him through the local express
office.
