Chicago, July 28.—Favorable weather for
the new crop was one of the chief reasons
for the weakness in the local wheat mar-
ket todav. At the ciose the September
delivery showed a net loss of %c.

The wheat market manifested its great-
est weakness during the first half hour
of the day on general selling by commis-
sion houses and local holders. Offerings
were brought out chiefly by liberal local
receipts, a sharp decline at Liverpool and
hy a continuance of weather in the north-
west favorable to the rapid maturing of
the new crop. The market became much
steadier during the last part of the ses-
sion by buying by shorts and bull lead-
ers. A failing off in receipts at south-
western markets, an estimate of much
smaller receipts here tomorrow, export
demand and unconfirmed reports of black
rust in the wheat fields of the northwest
were the principal bullish factors of the
Jatter part of the session. The market
closed steady. September opened 3 to
3, lower at 88% to %9. sold between 58%:@

The feature of the trade in the corn
market was a break of 13 to 2% in the
price of September on opening transac-
tions.
