WINER WEETS
NORRIBLE DeAT

A. S. Hecklzr Drops 900 Feet
Down Gemini Shaft at
Eureka.

» (Spectal to The Herald.)

wureka, Aug. 12.—-A. S, Heckler, who

as been a miner in this camp for the
past thirteen years, was killed the
Geminl mine today.

In company with Boyce Horton, Heck-
ler was working in the shaft some five
or six steps below the 500-foot level.. Wish-
Ing to procure a wrench, he rode up on
cdage to the %W station. Nc¢ information
of a definite nature can be obtained from
James Hanley, who Iis cage rider and
Was on the cage at the time of the ac-
cident. Hanley simply states that when
the cage reached the %0 station it was
arawn up some three or four feet above
the level, and while he was attending to
the bell rope, with his back to Heckler
he heard Heckler say:

“*Oh, Jim!"

Turning around to see what was wrongz,
he saw the deceased lylng face down-
ward, with his legs on the cage and his
body over the bar or guard rail, which
extends horizontaily from timber to tim-
ber. Hanley held on to the bell rope with
one hand and was reaching out te grab
Heckler's feet with the other, when the
cage suddenly lurched upward about a
foot and precipiiated Heckler under the
bar and into the shaft. A warning yell
fromu Hanley to the two men thirty feet
below caused them to draw back under
the shelter of the wall plate. From where
they stood they saw the body hurtling
through the air, strike head lirst on one
of the wall plates, and then plunge to
the bottom of the shaft. The two men,
before Heckler struck the wall plate,
heard him ecry out aloud in anguish.
His body fell in the sump, which was
about thirty feet deep with water, and
f_g‘m&dimel) sank to the bottom. It was

in

#£13 before the water was balled out sui-
fijrienely to enable to men to reach the
b@dy, which was brought to the surface
in a horribly mutllated condition. The
head was crushed and both the feet torn
off about three inches above the ankle.

Mr. Heckler was born in Darmstadt,
Germany, and was 49 vears of age He
came to America in 1872 and (\:aged in
the wholesale drug business in Maw York
City, afterwards going to Halifax, Nova
Scotia. He returned to the United States
in 1378 and located in Colorado, where he
engiaged in the minffig business at St.
Elmo. Ceming to Salt Lake in 185 he
connected himself with the Utah Seed &
Grocery company and after a brief so-
Journ In Mercur he came to Silver City
in 1895, He served two years as county
commissioner of Juab county, having
been elected on the Democratic ticket In
19%. Heckler was a man respected by
all, a member of B. P. O. E. No. 711, and
also a member of the Miners' union. He
leaves behind him a widow and o small
c-rﬂ'dren.

RETURN SAFELY

J. T. Midgley and Harvey Selley
Found at White’s Ranch
on Antelope Island.

EXPERIENCE IS THRILLING

ONE OF RESCUED TELLS OF TRY-
ING HOURS.

Pre\‘Pntm!_ by Tuesday night's. storm
from crossing the ford between White's
ranch on Antelope island to the main land
near Farmington, Tony J. Midgley and
Harvey Selley, the remaining memb~ers of
the Selley party, which was wrecked on
the north shore of Anetlope Island Sunday
night, were brought to Saltair vesterday
morning. Selley had started to return to
the point where the wreck occurred and
Midgley had started for the main land
when they were intercepted by a party
In;}n lthe launch Cambria.

“~arly yesterday morning the Ca i
lpft Saltair for Antelope gislzmd lnm?i';:\}
Midgley and young Selley, who had
started to walk across Antelope island
from the point where the Selley party
had been wrecked in the launch Galle to
White's ranch before the other two mem-
bers of the party had been picked up
by the Cambria Tuesday night. The Cam-
bria landed a party some miles from the
ranch, and Williem Selley, jr., who was
one of the party, intercepted Midgley iust
as the latter was about to cross the lord
to Farmington. The landing party over-
took Harvey Selley just as he was leav-
ing the ranch to return to the scene of
the wreck with provisions for his grand-
father and uncle, and both men were
hrnugh( to Saltalr. They arrived in the
city about 2 o'clock.

Mr. Midgley tells an interesting story
of his experiences after leaving the wreck
Tuesday afternoon.

“When the Irene passed by the place
where we were camped without seeing our
signals, " he said, “we determined at once
that some of us must go to the ranch
for assistance. Our food was entirely ex-
bausted and we had no shelter whatever,
As MY. Selley was not equal to the trip
and someone had to remain with him. it
was determined taat Harvey Selley and
I should go. Accompanied by Joshua Sel-
ley, we started almost due south across
the island to a spring on the south shore,
a distance of five miles. There Joshua
Selley left us and returned to his father,
carrying a two-quart bucket of water.
From the spring we followed the shore
of the island until we came to the randh.
The distancé from the place where we
were wrecked to the ranch is about sev-
enteen miles. We arrived at the ranch
at about 8 o'clock and intended to cross
to Farmington &at once, as we did not
know that the rest of the party had been
rescued. The storm which came up made
it impossible for us to get across the
ford Tuesday night, so we stayed at the
ranch for the night. Just after we start-
ed from the ranch in the morning we
were found by the men from the Cam-
bria and taken to Saltair.”

Dr. Joyce and Mrs. Joyce and Mr. and
Mrs. F. E. Lewis returned yvesterday
morning from Yellowstone park, where
Dr. Joyce had an experience that he savs
he will never forget. 3

On Tuesday evening they were quar-
lered at the hotel at the entrance of the
park. As the shades of night were set-
tling down some one rushed into the hotel
with the iInformation that a large bear
was perched In a tree outside. The wo-
men trembled with horror and there was
a general scramble among the men for
firearms and safety.

A consultation was held, and Dr. Joyce,
pale andj trembling, but with a firm
voice, volunteered his services, and was
designated as the man who should go
out and do battle with the bear.

The doctor, after kissing his wife fare-
well, strode from the hotel, and a cheer
went up from those inside. Bruin was
soon spotted.

The physician raised his gun and, after
taking careful aim, fired. The report of
the rifle echoed and re-echoed across the
country, but the bear did not move. The
doctor retreated a few steps, again took
careful- aim and fired. This time ther=2
was a quivering of the branches, but
bruin retained his position in the tree.

MR. GUTKE’S STATEMENT.

Tells of Incident Leading to Death
of Dog That Bit Him.

To The Salt L.ake Herald:

I desire to say a few words with refer-
ence to a story which appeared in the
Ogden department of The Herald Tuesday
morning. The story stated that, during
my official duties as passenger director
at the Ogden union depot, | slapped a
newsboy in the face and was bitten by a
dog as the result. The facts of the mat-
ter are that strict orders have been is-
sued to permit no newsboys on certain
railroad property, and it was while carry-
ing out these orders that I requested four
newsboys to leave the waiting room. 1
was met with impertinent replies from the
yvoungsters, and one of them attempted to
slip by me into the walting room. The
other boys started to follow; but I took
them by the arms and told them plainly
that thev could not violate the rules.
Meanwhile, the voung fellow who had
slipped past me rushed up and shoved me
suddenly in the back. I released two of
the boys and turned to lead the other
voungster to the door. It was while doing
this that one of the boys set their dog
upon me. I received a severe injury from
the teeth of the animal, and it was only
after considerable effort that I managed
to free myself.

I warned the police department that the
dog was vicious and suggested that they
do =something to prevent his running at
large. All this occurred on Saturday. 1
made no effort to have any of the boys
arrested or interfered with. Sunday, the
animal was tied up at the station by one
of the officers, and Monday the police de-
partment put the dog to death. There
was nothing taken up in court, and the
matter was settled without the interfer-
ence of any court.

When the_dog was set on me by a boy
on a bieycle, we were outside of the depot
entirely, and I had merely led the news-
boys to the outside of the waiting room
and instructed them as to the regulations.

Spraying Factory to Be Built and
Canning Factory Go-
< ing Up.
Contracts have been let by the Utah
Spraying company for the erection of a
plant at North Ogden for the manufac-

ture of sheep dip and all kinds of spraying
liquids. The plant will cost about $10,0m,
and will be completed in time to begin
operations in the early fall. The factory
will be built of pressed brick and wiil
have two stories and a basément, and wiil
be the first plant of its kind in the west

The factory of the Sanitary Canning
company is rapidly nearing completion. A
portion of the plant has been in operation
for some time, and at the present time the
heavy machinery necessary for the hand-
ling of the peach crop is being installed.

A meeting of the fruit growers and oth-
ers Interested was held at North Ogden
fl‘uesday night 7The purpose of the meet-
ing was to perfect arrangements for get-
ting a spur track built into that terri-
tory. A committee was appointed to com-
plete the details. The intention is to run
this spur to a peint in North Ogden, where
a central station will be established by
the Weber County Fruit Growers' asso-
ciation, and from which aM of the fruit
from that and adjoining districts will be
shipped.

The first car to be shipped out by the
new organization of fruit growers went
out yesterday. It contained early apples,
peaches, plums and other fruits, and was
shipped to Denver by express.

According to E. G. McGriff, a prominent
fruit grower, the fruit crop this year will
be equally as heavy as last vear, while
the quality of the fruit will be even bet-
ter than the crop of 1907.

CONTRACT FOR OGDEN FIRM

Utah Construction Company to Build
Cut-off for Southern
Pacific.

The contract for the building of the new '

line of the Southern Pacific railroad be-
tween Clipper Gap and Coifax, Cal., was
awarded yesterday to the Utah Construc-
tion company. This is considered the most
important railroad contract let since the
awarding of the Western Pacific contract
to the same company three vears ago. The
amount involved will run up into the mil-
lions.

Over the present route the distance be-
tween the two points is but eleven miles.
The new line will reduce the distance three
miles and will eliminate a heavy grade
and some snowsheds and will also bring
the Harriman line up to the standard of
the Western Pacific through the same ter-
ritory.

Tt is largely rock work and in the
eizht miles there will be ten tunnels.

Manager W. H. Wattis of the Utah Con-
struction company left San Francisco yes-
terday immediately after the contract was
awarded his company, and will come di-
rect to Ogden. Upon his arrival arrange-
