LEAGUE SEASON

10 BE EXTENDED

Treasurer Has Plenty of Funds
and Will Give Fans More
Baseball.

Utah baseball fans are to have base-
ball after the close of the regular league
season, which ends on Sept. 7. This is
the ultimatum given out at a meeting of
the league directors in President Tobin's

office last night.

The league directors believe the inter- |

est In baseball is greater than it

has been for years. The teams are now
lined up pretty strong and should be able
to give a good article of ball. For this
reason it is believed the season can be
extended until the snow flies and that
the games will be patronized up until
that time.

he present Utah league was somewhat
of an experiment when organized, but on
account of the sinking fund idea and
pooled receint scheme it was thought the
season could be played through. It has
turned out as expected and, instead of
quitting on Labor day with a depleted
treasury, the league finds it will have
sufficient funds to continue playing until
cold weather.

While the small leagues of the country
have, one after another, been forced to
quit through lack of funds, the Utah
league finds itself in good shape and be-
lieves it owes it to the fans to five them
all the baseball possible.

On Labor day the team in the lead will
be awarded the pennant for the year, ac- |

cording to the schedule framed at the be-
ginning of the season. Then a special se-
ries will be arranged, to last until the
snow begins to fly. This will also be wel-,
come news (o the ball players, many of
whom have offers to play in California
this winter. The lengthened season wili
be an inducemeént for them to stick, and
also to others to come to Utah who have
been forced to quif because other leagues
have been disbanded

A resolution was passed last night that
will be welcomed by the fans.
“"the president of the league be empow-
to fine any player, officer of any
club or ofricer of the league, who may
commit any aect, on, or off, the play-
ing field, which, in the opinion of the
president, is detrimental to the best
of the league.””
This means just what it says, and it
just the boy who knows how
to enforce it. It was passed to give the
president power to fine any of the play-
ers who get past the umpires with their
kicking; to fine the umpires if they do
not fine the plavers: to fine the managers
if they do not make their teams live up
to the rules. And it wan even bet Pres-
ident Tobin will do it.
