First Addres§ Today.

Mr. Gompers ig billed tc make his
ﬁ_rst address at the Lgbor day celebra-
tion here tomorrow. Two years ago he
declared his intention of seeking the
speaker's defeat, and announced that
he would make a number of speech=s
for the Democratic candidate, who Ccp-
posed Mr. Cannon. However, Mr. Gom-
pers made only one or two speeches in
the outskirts of the district, failing to
appear in Danville, where the heaviest
labor vote of Mr. Cannon’'s district is
polled, and the speaker was re-elected
by the largest majority he has had in
eighteen campaigns, with the excep-
tion of the vote cast for him four years
ago, on the ocecasion of the Roosevelt
landslide.

Depends “Upon the Miners.

In this county, Vermillion, is polied
the heaviest labor veie «f the entire
district, some 5,000 or 6,000 of these
laboring men being employed in the
coal mines situated near Danville, and
it is in this county that Speaker Cun-
non receives his heaviest majority. In
the next largest labor settl=ment or
county Mr. Cannon is giy)n his next
heaviest majority, and so oHn -iown to
Edgar county, in which but few union
laborers reside and which is oopulated
almost entirely by farmers, where the
speaker receives his lightest majority.

Despite the activity which Mr. Gom-
pers promises in his declaration that
he will attempt to defeat the speaker
by lining up the labor vote against
him, Mr. Cannon is wholly confident of
re-election,

Automobile Club Says It Is Necessary
to Make Examples of Noto-
rious Speedsters.

Concerning its attitude in favor of the
putting an énd to “‘scorching’’ by automo-
bilists, and other matters, the Salt Lake
Automobile club has issued the following
statement:

“The action of the officers of the Salt
Lake Auto club In swearing to the war-
rant for the arrest of the chauffeur, Ful-
ler, has been criticised on several occa-
slons, but it should be understood that
'th»re is no personal grievance whatever,
Chey are simply following up their inten-
tion of putting a stop to reckless driv-
ing on the public highways,

“In the past numerous moves to repress
speeding have been made, but most of
these attempts to checld a serious evil
have been wholly ineffective. A general
warning sent out to drivers and owners
will not serve the purpcse. It may have
the effect of rendering the csutious even
more careful, but it will not reform the
habitual s~orcher, who is the sole cause
of the public’'s grievance against motor-
ists. It is absolutely necessary that ex-
amples be made of a few of the notorious
speedsters, '

“Upon the action taken by the club in
these matters will depend the future in-
fluence with the legislature with regard
to automobile legislation and the ‘good
roads movement. The club is now con-
fronted with the choice of either acquies-
cing in reckless speeding on public roads
or coming out squarely in favor of the
sane use of the highways. No middle
course is possible.

“Farmers and other residents of the
state are wiiling to come forth with their
assistance for the betterment of the con-
dition of the roads in all vicinities, but as
long as the practice of reckless driving is
allowed to zo unchecked it will serve to
prejitCice them against the motorists
when they should be their best friend.

“Let this insane speeding stop and the
good roads movement go on establishing
perfect roads throughout the country both
for the use of motorists and all people
using the highways.

“The farmer could then bring his pro-
duce to market without breaking his con-
veyvance to pieces and working his horses
to death, and the motorist could take a
ride throughout the country without run-
ning the risk of broken springs and hav-
ing the machine shaken to pieces.

“Now that the automobile club has
shown where it stands, let everybody get
together and boost for good roads.”
