MONTANA’S COKE OUTPUT
FOR THE YEAR 1907

The production of coke in Montana in
1%7 amounted to 40,174 short tons, val-
ued at $295174. according to E. W. Park-
er, chief statistician of the United States
geological survey. Compared with the
production of 1906, which amounted to 38.-
182 short tons, valued at $266,024, this is
an Increase of 2,523 tons, or approximate-
Iy 0.07 per cent, in quantity, and of $29.-
150, or more than 10 per cent, in value.

The average price per ton advanced from |

$6.97 in 1506 to $7.25 in 1907. One new es-
tablishment was added to the coke man-
ufacturing plants of the state in 1907,

increasing the number from four to five. |

The new establishment was not, however,

entirely completed before the close of the |
and |

vear and reported no production,
two of the other plants, with a total ot
1 ovens, were also idle throughout the

| vear.

The statisties collected by Mr. Parker
show a considerable advance in the per-
centage vield of coal In coke in this state
during 1906 and 1907-55.3 per cent in the
earlier and 59 per cent in the later year,
while the yield In 19%5—45.8 per cent—was
low as compared with that of the two
vears preceding—54.9 and 53 per cent, re-
spectively. The low percentage in 1905
was probably due to the fact that in that

GOAL MINERS

:Unio  Congressman Investi-
: gate_s Methods in Bel-
| gium and Wales.

Representative Albert Douglas of Ohio
stopped over in Washington the other day
en route to his home in Chillicothe fromn

a two months' trip to Europe. 'While
abroad he made it a point to Inspect some
of the biggest coal mines in Wales and
Belgium, and found that their methods
of operation and the means taken to pre-
| vent accidents were far superior to those
in vogue in the United States.

The public inspectors of mines in Bel-
gium and Wales accompanied Mr. Doug-
las into the mines there and explained
fully their respective systems of opera-
| tion.

“We can learn a great deal from these
countries,” he said, “especially concern-
ing the prevention of accidents and of
waste. Their regulations with respect to
{the working of mines are much more
stringent than in the United States, and
pertain not only to the action of the min-
ers while at work, but also to the opera-
tors’ methods. The use of gunpowder or
any other explosive which causes igni-
tion when touched off is prohibited, and
this alone is a great preventative of ac-
ciaents.

i ‘““The miners are required by expiicit
{ rules to look after their own security, as
| weil as the general security of the mines.
In Belgium thev are the more advanced
in protecting the lives of the miners, and
have a regular life-saving service, which
accomplishes admirable results.

“The life-savers are equipped with de-
vices enabling them to remain in fire
damp for one to two hours, where ordi-
narfiy a man would suffocate in a few
minutes.

“Under the
Watteyne, the

administration of Victor
chief inspector of mines,
the death rate from accidents has been
reduced from four in one thousand to|
about one-half in one thousana. The min-
ing methods much more provident
ibroadethan here. In this country it has
been estimated between 20 And 30 per cent
of ithe wasted in various ways,
while loss is less than 10 per |
cent.”’

EARLY DAY PROSPECTOR.
TELLS OF CHAFEY CAMP

The early history of the rich mining
region known now as Chafey camp, in
this county, appears in the light of a
bonanza from its earliest discovery, says
the Winnemucca Silver State News. Ac-
cording to S. H. Young of Salmon City,
Ida., who passed through Winnemuecca a
few days ago en route to Chafey with the
intention of looking over the scenes of
the present excitement there, Dun Glen
canyon contained a regiment of saldiers
in 1862 as well as a large population.

*1 spent four months in the mines on the
south side, of the canyon in 1863, ex-
plained Mr. Young. "At that time the
owners, Elzie Brothers & Higbie, were
taking much ore out of the Monroe mine
which was worth $800 per ton. It was
hauled to Winnemucca, where owners of
a crude stamp mill were charging $25 a
ton for crushing. It was common report
also that the mill men were stealing half
the gold. From one seam in the workings
of the Monroe ore was extracted which
was almost half gold. 1 have wondered
that this district did not come to the
front during all the years since I have
been away. .

*“There was not much of the town of
Winnemuceca in those days. ] came here
in 1861 and owned a ranch about seven
miles down the river from which I cut
hay and sold it to the government; after-
ward 1 drifted around the country and
eventually into Idaho. Since hearing of
the discoveries in old Dun Glen canyon
I concluded to come out and take a look
over the ground again which was active
when I was but 22 vears of age. In many
respects this country is about as it was
then. The railroad had not arrived when
I was here before, and all our letters
cost us $1 each. Wages were but $2.50

per day and everything we consumed had |
