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CUTLER ENTERTAINS OFFICIALS OF
GOVERNMENT RECLAMATION SERVICE

F. H. Newell, chief of the govern-
ment reclamation serviee, spent yester-
day in Salt Lake in consultation with

C. V. Blanchard, who has charge of
the government work in the Strawberry
valley. Mr. Newell and Mr. Blanch-
»rd were guests of Governor Cutler at
a luncheon at the Commercial club yes-
terday afternoon where they were
glven an opportunity to talk over the
varfous roclamation projects and fu-
ture government projects with T. C.
Calister of the state land board and
other Salt Lakers.

During the luncheon Mr. Newell and
Mr. Blanchard discussed the work now
golng on at Strawberry valley, which
will result in the reclamation of 0,000
acres of desert land. A tunnel is being
run through the mountains, which will
divert the waters of the Duchesne river
and make these waters available for
irrigation. The project is a most ex-
pensive one, and the data gathered
from the work the government en-
gincers will be of immense value to the
men at present working for the other
state reclamation projects.

Mr. Newell stated that the reclama-
tion service of the government would
do everything possible to aid the.suc-
cess of any reclamation projects un-
dertaken In Utah, and would furnish
ar; information in the possession of the
government engineers which would aid

of

the state officials In their work, and
wherever possible would place the ser-
vices of the government experts at the
officials’ disposal.

r Mr. Newell stated that he hoped, at
some future time, to seée the Utah lake
project carried out. This project in-
volves the carrying of the waters of
Utah lake over an immense tract of
land lying east an® south of the lake.
Mr. Newell states that the project is
perfectly feasible from a physical point
of view, but that the entire trouble
which has checked the project up to the
present time lies in securing the un-
div{ded support and co-operation of the
various Interests involved. These in-
terests have never banded together to
secure the ecarrying out of the project,
and until they do it will be impossible
for the government service to attempt
to irrigate this immense tract of land.

Mr..and Mrs. Newell and the gov-
ernor's party were given an organ re-
cital at the Tabernacle yesterday morn-
ing. Among those present at the lunch-
eon were Mr, and Mrs. Newell, C. V.
Blanchard, Senator George Sutherland,
Governor and Mrs. Cutler, W. J.
Lynch, T. C. Callister, O. J, Salisbury
and J. T. Lytel.

Mr. and Mrs. Newell left last night
for the Hawaiian islands, where Mr.
Newell will inspect the reclamation
prujw-v(; now being completed under the
supervision of the government service.
