Otherwise Whisky Must Be
Branded “Imitaticn,” Says
Judge Humphreys.

Springfieldé, 1IIl., Sept. 4.—Whisky
and other liguors must have age and
not color or be labeled “imitation.” So
decided Judge Humpirey in the United
States district court in the case of
Woolner & Co., distillers and rectifiers
of Peoria, 11l., who askad a temporary
injunction against Thomas Rennick,
collector of internal revenue, restrain-
ing the federal authorities from enforc-
ing a distinetion shown in labels on
whisky as to whether it is pure or
“imitation.”’

In an opinion denying the injunction
the court upholds the regulation of May
B, 1908, under which the order for labels
on “imitation” goods is made, and meets
one of the argzuments the distillers
that it has been customary to label all
goods as pure with
fecising the commissioner of internal
revenue. On this point the court says
that the commissioner “has been tardy
in promulgating a resolution which he
had legal power to force, even before
congress gave emphasis to the subject
by the enactment of
act.”

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REAL ESTATE NEWS AND VIEWS

Building operations in the outlying dis-
tricts of Salt Lake, which will continue
until winter sets in, are looked upon

with as much satisfaction by business
men as the construction of the big struc-
tures in the central portion of Salt Lake,

“Hundreds of attractive homes are go-
ing up,” said a business man yesterday.
““No section is being particularly favored.
The work of construction is to be seen
everywhere. Take a car ride in any di-
rection and you can count scores of
new homes.

“We are getting thousands of new peo-
ple in Salt Lake. These people come
here with money enough to build homes
and faith enough in the future of the
Ciny to promptly begin building opera-
tions.

““But these new people are more than
homebuilders. Many of the new vals
have plans for the opening of néw in-
dustries in Salt Lake and will carry them
out. They are men who have saved money
in other places and have won the confi-
dence of those with whom they have
been associated in business. Men of that
type will find no difficulty in getting
financial backing in any enterprises they
may undertake, if they do not already
possess adeguate cash.

“During the past summer we witnessed
the effect of the arrival in Sait Lake
of the men who came here last fall in
search of homes and opportunities. Next
season we will witness the effect of the

Marked progress was made during the
past week upon all of the buildings now
under construction in the business sec-
tion of Salt Lake. Contractors, realiz-
ing that the present ideal weather cannot
continue indefinitely, are exerting them-
selves to get the best out of their work-
men.

The building of the Paris Millinery
company. in West Temple street, between
First South and Second South streets, is
almost completed to the roof. It is a
massive five-story structure of buff brick
and white stone and has entributed
materially to the improved appearance
of West Temple street. It is to be used
as the wholesale department of the com-
pany. To the north work is progressing
upon the foundation of the Jennings-
Worthington building.

The reinforced concrete structure which
Callaway, Hoock & Francis are building
in Main street, north of First South
strect, shows considerable progress, but
there have been delays in getting the
work of construction started upon the
Mcintyre-McCornick building, which will
be between the McCornick bank block
and the Callaway, Hoock & Francis
building. As this structure will cost
about $300,000, it will be one of the most
important of the additions to upper Main
street improvements.

Owing to the delay in getting supplies
of stone, buff brick is being used upon
the outer walls of the administration
building of the Mormon church, which
is going up at a satisfactory rate in
Main street, above South Temple street.
This building, although intended mainly

for the uses of the presiding bishepric of
the church, will have the upper floors
conveniently arranged for the use of va-
rious church organizations.

Plans for the club building and gym-
nasium of the Young Men's Mutual Im-
provement society, which will be erected
at College and Temple avenues, block
of the new administration building, have
been completed. This will be one of the
finest structures of its kind in the coun-
try. It will be architecturally beautiful
and will be arranged after the most up-
to-date ideas. 4

There have been some delays in the
work upon the six-story bullding of the
Mormon church, which will occupy the
site at South Temple and Richards
streets.

The outer walls of the two eleven-story
Newhouse blocks in lower Main street
will soon be completed. The masons are
now above the tenth stories. Workmen
engaged upon the interiors are also mak-
ing fast headway.

Both the Auerbach and the Danlels-
Florence theatres are being pushed to
completion as fast as workmen can han-
dle the material.

Much has been accomplished at the site
of the John J. Daly block, at State and
Fourth South streets. Workmen are en-
gaged upon the foundation.

On the new passenger station of the
Oregon Short Line and on the new ecar
barns of the Utah Light & Railway com-
pany, great advancement has been made
in the work; but progress continues slow
upon the new passenger depot of the
Denver & Rio Grande railroad. Rio
Grande officials are still saying that the
depot will be completed, despite delays,
before the opening of the Western Pa-
cific railroad, between Salt Lake and San
Francisco next year.

Many of the apartment houses which
were commenced during the summer have
been completed and are already filled
with tenants.

Some of the apartment houses are so
large as to give birth to subsidiary en-
terprises,

At the Woodruff apartment house, in
Second East street, between Second and
Third South streets, an electric lighting
plant is to be instalied to supply the ten-
ants with light. As the plant will be
able to furnish more light than will be
needed at the Woodruff, it will also sup-
ply residents of the neighborhood.

As there is a continued demand for
locations for stores of various kinds, a
number of small buildings have been
erected upon sites at the edge of the
business district to receive the overflow.
