EMPIRE STATE

Takes a Roseate View and
Thinks He Is Really Go-
ing to Be Elected.

ROOT FIRES OFF A SPEECH

REPUBLICANS GIVE MUCH-AD-
VERTISED PARADE.

Rochester, N. Y., Oct, 3lL.—After a
week's campaigning in New York City
and state, which ended here tonight
with a duplicate of the rousing demon-
strations he has inspired wherever he
went, William H. Taft, the Republican
presidential candidate, made this state-
ment to the Associated Press:

“The state of New York is the most
Republican part of the United States,

even more Republican than Pennsyl-
vania,
“There is every indication, through

that part of the state above the Bronx,
that there will be a majority for the
Republican ticket nearly equal to that
of Mr. Roosevelt four years ago.

“The Demoecratic majority of the city
of New York will probably not exceed
70,000 votes. This will be overcome by
the Republican vote above the Bronx
with such overwhelming force as to
give the Republican ticket in the Em-

pire state a clear majority of from
100,900 upward.”

Cordial Receptions.
This roseate view of the candidate

has been reflected in each ef the ten
speeches he has made today. Judge
Taft has had cordial receptions in El-
mira, Waverly, Owego, Lestershire,
Binghamton, Whitney's Point, Mara-
thon, Cortland and Ithaca. In this
eity tonight his presence inspired a
great parade, which he reviewed be-
fore going to Convention hali, where
thousands paid their tribute to his
presence in a demonstration of enthu-
siasm equalling that of any audience
the candidate has addressed. !

“But it is not wise to make the error
nf suppesing that the president of the
U"nited States has.net an enormous in-i
fluence In respect to the bhusiness inter-|
ests of the country, even without regard
to his power over legislation and over the
congress. Mr. Bryan for three years ad-
vocated the free coinage of silver, and he
vrged it with all the vigor of which he
is capable. The third time the Demoecratic |
party refused to follow him.
