After Centuries of Disuse They Again
Supply Jerusalem
Detroit Free Press

About half way to Hebron in south-

ern
¬

Palestine are located the interesting
Pools of Solomon Even in this ad ¬

vanced age of engineering these reser-
voirs

¬

cannot but excite interest for the
ingenuity exhibited In their construc ¬

tionThese are the pools of which Solomon
spoke when he said I made mepools-
of water to water therewith the wood
that bringeth forth trees

They are similar to three small akes
The length of the first is 3S4 feet the
breadth is 232 feet and the depth ITS

feet The third is the largest and meas-
ures

¬

5S5 feet In length anti 175 feet in
breadth Wide stone steps lead to the
bottom of the tank-

A little channel above the cistern sup ¬

plies the reservoirs through an arched
conduit with water from a hidden
sprnig called the sealed fountain
Looking into this channel one sees the
spring water gushing from rock to
rock Not far off are the Gardens of
Solomon watered by a pretty rill
These gardens are two miles In length
and supply the Jerusalem market with
fruit even to this lay

It may be of interest at this time
when the Zionists are attracting so
much attention to the agricultural alms
of the race to know that in this ancient
garden a colony of Jews are the cultiva-
tors

¬

of the land under the guidance of
English superintendents and though at
first it seemed likely that this scheme
might be a failure time has proved that
doubt need no longer be entertained in
regard to their success as agriculturists

By means of these immense reservoirs-
and their aqueducts water was con-
veyed

¬

in those ancient days all the
way to Bethlehem and Jerusalem as the
sole water supply This was a work
worthy of Israels greatest king Solo ¬

mon For many years these aqueducts-
were out of use on account of their need
of repair but within the last year or two
they have been put into condition for
use and are a great boon to the dry and

sible to convey to the Holy City dally
2500 cubic meters of water Of this
they proposed giving 1000 meters frte
of charge to the poor of Jerusalem and
their precious gift is distributed it the
mosque of Omar and the holy sepulcher-
and wherever pilgrims are in the habit
of gathering In large numbers The row
conduits join the ancient aqueducts of
Aerub and are carried through a tunnel
3570 meters in length

The inauguration of this work was an
unusually Interesting event It uok
place in the presence of the civil i rd
military authorities and the clergy To
give the ceremony an air of solemnity-
two sheep were slaughtered in the out
gate of the fountains and by this net
the work was consecrated by this their
most solemn offering

This long needed amelioration to the
city of Jerusalem is a great boon t nd
blessing to the inhabitants for now
they can enjoy pure water as no expense
or great effort to themselves instead of
suffering for lack of it is heretofore and
living in dirty and unhealthy surround ¬

ings due to the scarcity of this precious
fluid the absence of rain and the ex-
pense

of getting water brought in by
peasants bearing stone water pots on
their heads and walking barefoot for
miles from the springs of neighboring
villages-

The country in the vicinity of these
pools is hilly and green and luxuriant
Here are olive trees and vineyards
nourishing in abundance The air is
delightfully cool and refreshing fra¬

grant with the aromatic odors of the
many shrubs and herbs growing on the
roadside The sky Iis usually a perfect
ly cloudless blue
