and the Union dairy are said to be very
satisfactory-

It IB all foolishness for the Jensen
Creamery company to talk about the in ¬

creased expense it will be to keep the
milk down to 65 degrees of temperature
during the year said the dairy commis ¬

sioner The Alpine creamery company
which ships to Jensen gets water from-
a spring to cool the milk The water has
a temperature the year round of about
47 degrees and the use of Ice is never
needed This company with the facili ¬

ties it has for cooling the milk can place-
It on the Salt Lake market below the
temperature required by the city ordi ¬

nance without the use of ice The Alpine
gets milk from 23 shippers all within a
radius of about two miles and milk is
carried to the creamery morning and
night right after milking The other-
dairies have conveniences for keeping the
milk cool and Maxfield is about to put
in an Ice storage plant for this purpose
as Utah lake ia close and there wilt be
little trouble in getting the ice These
shippers furnish about half of the supply-
of the Jensen company
